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On June 23, 2008, the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) received the following email from
John W. McCamman, Chief Deputy Director of the Department of Fish and Game:

The Department of Fish and Game hereby submits to the Office of Administrative
Law a certification pursuant to Section 280 of Title 1 of the California Code of
Regulations, in response to the petition submitted by Jim Martin, Recreational
Fishing Alliance, dated Apri121, 2008 (Petition). The Petition appears to allege
that the Department promulgated an underground regulation through the issuance
of a press release on April 18, 2008. The press release in question announced that
recreational groundfish regulations were proposed to be changed on or about May
1, 2008. The Department did, subsequently, adopt emergency recreational
groundfish regulations that went into effect on or about May 9, 2008 (OAL file
number 2008-0505-02E). The press release dated April 18, 2008, was not
intended to have regulatory effect. The Department will not issue, use, enforce or
attempt to enforce that press release as a regulation.
