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AUTHORITY AND REFERENCE

Government Code section 12935(a) authorizes the
Council to adopt these proposed regulations. The pro-
posed regulations implement, interpret, and make spe-
cificsection 12900 et seg. of the Government Code.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST/ POLICY STATEMENT
OVERVIEW

Thisrulemaking action clarifies, makes specific, and
supplements existing state regulations interpreting the
Fair Employment and Housing Act (FEHA) set forthin
Government Code section 12900 et seg. Asit relatesto
employment, the FEHA prohibits harassment and dis-
crimination because of the race, religious creed, color,
national origin, ancestry, physical disability, mental
disability, medical condition, geneticinformation, mar-
ital status, sex, gender, gender identity, gender expres-
sion, age, sexual orientation, and military and/or veter-
anstatusof any person.

In compliance with the Administrative Procedure
Act, the Council proposes to adopt these rules as duly
noticed, vetted, and authorized regulations. The broad
objective of the proposed amendments is to describe
how the consideration of criminal history in employ-
ment decisions may constitute aviolation of the FEHA
if it adversely impacts persons based on the protected
classes above. This action has the specific benefit of
creating a more comprehensive set of rules to ensure
that employees and employers better understand their
rights and duties, in turn reducing litigation costs and
the burden on courts. Ultimately, the proposed action
furthersthemission of the DFEH by protecting Califor-
nians from employment discrimination and by enforc-
ing non—di scriminationlawsstatewide.

The proposed amendments most notably clarify and/
or articulatethefollowing: (1) Californiaemployersare
prohibited under the enumerated state laws from utiliz-
ing certain criminal background information in hiring,
promotion, training, discipline, termination and other
employment decisions; (2) the concept of adverse im-
pact; (3) how to prove adverse impact; (4) the affirma-
tive defense of job—relatedness and business necessity,
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including compliance with other laws permitting or re-
quiring consideration of criminal history; and (5) ad-
verse impact's less discriminatory alternatives
doctrine.

The Council has determined that the proposed
amendments are not inconsistent or incompatible with
existing regulations. After conducting areview for any
regulations that would relate to or affect this area, the
Council has concluded that these are the only regula-
tions that concern the Fair Employment and Housing
Act.

The Council anticipates that the adoption of
the regulations will not impact the creation or elimina-
tion of jobs within the state, the creation of new busi-
nesses or the elimination of existing businesses within
thestate, or the expansion of businesses currently doing
business within the state. To the contrary, adoption of
the proposed amendments is anticipated to benefit
Cdliforniabusinesses, workers, andthestate’ sjudiciary
by clarifying and streamlining the operation of the law,
making it easier for employeesand employersto under-
stand their rights and obligations, and reducing litiga-
tion costsfor businesses.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST/POLICY STATEMENT
OVERVIEW

Californialnsurance Code Sections 11629.7 through
11629.85 establish, within the California Automobile
Assigned Risk Plan, established under Section 11620 of
the Insurance Code, a statewide Low Cost Automabile
Insurance Program.

Becausethe program is established and administered
through the California Automobile Assigned Risk Plan
(“CAARP"), CAARP proceduresare applied where ap-
propriate and consistent with the low cost automobile
insurance statutes. | nsurance Code Sections 11620 and
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11624 require the Commissioner to hold a public hear-
ing beforeamending assigned risk planrates.

Section 11629.7 of the Insurance Code requiresthat,
after apublic hearing, the Commissioner shall approve
or issue a reasonable plan for the equitable apportion-
ment, among insurers, of eligible consumers. The plan
also containsrulesand rates. Thisplan, approved by the
Commissioner, isreferencedin Title 10, Section 2498.6
of theCaliforniaCodeof Regulations.

Under the program, thelow—cost auto policy satisfies
financial responsibility laws and provides coverage of
$10,000 for liability for bodily injury or death to one
person, subject to a cumulative limit of $20,000 for all
persons in one accident, and $3,000 for liability for
damage to property. In addition to eligibility and other
requirements, the statute sets forth the annual premium
rates. In certain cases, surcharges are added to the base
rate. The statute also provides procedures for adjusting
therates.

Insurance Code Section 11629.72(c) provides that,
annually, CAARP shall submit to the Commissioner a
proposed rate and surchargefor approval . Accordingly,
CAARRP has submitted a proposal to maintain current
ratesfor theliability policy and optional coveragesand
further proposes to maintain the 25 percent surcharge
rate and the 30 percent surcharge for drivers with less
thanthreeyears driving experience. Further detailsap-
pear in the application on file with the Commissioner,
whichisavailablefor review asset forthbel ow.

OVERVIEW

Assembly Bill 60 (Chapter 524; Statutes of 2013) en-
acted, among other sections, Vehicle Code section
12801.9 requiring the department to adopt regulations
setting forth requirementsfor theissuanceof anoriginal
driver’slicenseto an applicant who is unable to submit
satisfactory proof that hisor her presencein the United
States is authorized under federal law if he or she pro-
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vides satisfactory proof of his or her identity and
Cdliforniaresidency and meets all other qualifications
for licensure. Additionally, AB 60 requires the depart-
ment to identify the documentsthat it deemsacceptable
for purposesof provingidentity and Californiaresiden-
cy and establish proceduresfor verifying the authentic-
ity of thosedocuments.

The department adopted regulations satisfying those
requirements through the emergency rulemaking pro-
cessonJanuary 1, 2015, and completed theregular rule-
making action on June 19, 2015. During the several
monthsthat the department has beenissuing driver’sli-
censes pursuant to AB 60, it has had an opportunity to
find ways to improve the issuance process, including
adding several documentsto thelist of approved identi-
ty documentsthat an applicant can useto establish hisor
her identity and making clarifying amendmentsto pass-
portsmeeting specified standards.

PROBLEMS THISDEPARTMENT INTENDS TO
ADDRESS AND BENEFITS ANTICIPATED FROM
THE REGULATORY ACTION

The department is continually working with foreign
countries to identify documents that meet the estab-
lished acceptable document approval criteria. Most re-
cently, thedepartment hasidentified the 2015 version of
the Guatemalan Consular Card, the 2010 version of the
Nicaraguan National |dentification Card, and the 2014
version of the Mexican Institute National Electoral
Card as meeting the approval criteria and being suffi-
cient to establish the applicant’ sidentity. Asthe depart-
ment isableto identify further documentsthat meet the
established acceptable document approval criteria, the
department will amend these regulations to add those
additional documents.

Current regulation requires passports to meet the In-
ternational Civil Aviation Organization (ICAQO) stan-
dards of 2005. The department has found that some
passports met the 2005 ICAO standards prior to 2005.
Therefore, thedepartment isamending theregul ation to
clarify that foreign passports at a minimum must meet
the 2005 ICAO standards, and repeal the requirement
that the passport have anissuedate of 2005 or later.

These actions will benefit potential driver’s license
applicants by increasing the options availabl e to estab-
lishidentity.

This proposed regulation also amends Section 16.06
to update the revision date of the form DL 209A, Sec-
ondary Review Referral Notice from 6/2014 to 6/2015.
Thisformwasamendedto reflect thetop half in English
and the bottom half in Spanish. The multi-language
format will ensuretheformisreadableby alarger group
of applicants.

OVERVIEW

Background and Effect of the Proposed
Rulemaking

OnJduly 1,2015 AB 52 (Gatto, 2014) went into effect.
Accordingtoitsauthor:

[E]xisting laws lack aformal processfor tribesto

be involved in the CEQA process as tribal

governments. CEQA projects that impact tribal
resources have experienced uncertainty and
delaysaslead agenciesattempt towork with tribes
to address impacts on tribal resources. With this
bill, it isthe author’sintent to “ Set forth a process
and scope that clarifies California triba
government involvement in the CEQA process,
including specific requirements and timing for
lead agenciesto consult with tribes on avoiding or
mitigating impacts to tribal cultural resources.”

(Assembly Floor Analysis, at p. 4, August 27,

2014.)

Among other things, AB 52 added a definition of
“tribal cultural resources.” (Public Resources Code
§21074.)

(@ “Tribal cultural resources’ are either of the
following:

(1) Stes, features, places, cultural landscapes,
sacred places, and objectswith cultural value
toaCaliforniaNativeAmericantribethat are
either of thefollowing:
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(A) Included or determined to be
eigible for inclusion in the California
Register of Historical Resources.

(B) Included in a local register of
historical resources as defined in
subdivision (k) of Section 5020.1.

(2) Aresourcedetermined by thelead agency, in
its discretion and supported by substantial
evidence, to be significant pursuant to
criteria set forth in subdivision (c) of Section
5024.1. In applying the criteria set forth in
subdivision (c) of Section 5024.1 for the
purposes of this paragraph, the lead agency
shall consider the significance of the
resource to a California Native American
tribe.

(b) A cultural landscape that meets the criteria of
subdivision (a) isa tribal cultural resource to the
extent that the landscape is geographically
defined in terms of the size and scope of the
landscape.

(c) A historical resource described in Section
21084.1, a unique archaeological resource as
defined in subdivision (g) of Section 21083.2, or a
“ nonunique archaeological resource” as defined
insubdivision (h) of Section21083.2 may also bea
tribal cultural resource if it conforms with the
criteriaof subdivision(a).

AB 52 also created a formal requirement for con-
sultation with CaliforniaNative American Tribesin the
CEQA process. Tribal Governments can request con-
sultation with a lead agency and give input regarding
potential impactsto tribal cultural resources before the
agency decides what type of environmental review is
necessary for aproposed project. (Pub. ResourcesCode
§21080.3.2.) The Public Resources Code further re-
quires avoiding damage to tribal cultural resources, if
feasible. If not, lead agencies must mitigate impactsto
tribal cultural resourcestotheextent feasible.

By including tribal cultural resource assessment and
Government to Government consultation early in the
CEQA process, the Legidlature intended to [e]nsure
that local and tribal governments, public agencies, and
project proponents haveinformation available, early in
the California Environmental Quality Act environmen-
tal review process, for purposes of identifying and ad-
dressing potential adverse impactsto tribal cultural re-
sources and to reduce the potential for delay and con-
flicts in the environmental review process. (AB 52
8 1(b)(7).)

AB 52 directed an updateto the CEQA Guidelinesre-
garding tribal cultural resources, particularly to add
questionsto the environmental checklist form, foundin
Appendix G. (Public ResourcesCode § 21083.09.)
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Summary of Existing L awsand RegulationsRelated
Directly totheProposed Rulemaking

The California Environmental Quality Act (Public
Resources Code section 21000 et seq.) (CEQA) re-
quires public agenciesto identify potential adverse en-
vironmental effects of activities that they propose to
carry out, fund, or approve, and to consider feasible al-
ternatives and mitigation measures that would substan-
tialy reduce significant adverse environmental effects
that areidentified. CEQA compliance usually involves
preparation by apublic agency of either anegative dec-
laration, mitigated negative declaration, or an environ-
mental impact report. CEQA requiresthe Secretary for
the Natural Resources Agency, in consultation with the
Governor's Office of Planning and Research (OPR), to
periodically adopt, amend and repeal the CEQA Guide-
lines. Public Resources Code section 21083.09 re-
quired a specific update to Appendix G of the CEQA
Guidelinesto addresstribal cultural resources. Appen-
dix G contains a sample environmental checklist that
lead agencies may useto prepare aninitial study, which
may |ead to preparation of either anegativedeclaration,
mitigated negative decl aration or environmental impact
report.

In addition to adding Public Resources Code section
21083.09, AB 52 also added provisionsto CEQA defin-
ingtribal cultural resources, requiring consultationwith
CaliforniaNative American Tribes, and requiring miti-
gation of significant impactstotribal cultural resources
when feasible. (Pub. Resources Code 8§ 21073, 21074,
21080.3.1, 21080.3.2, 21082.2, 21083.09, 21084.2,
and 21084.3.) The consultation requirement is similar
to aprovision of the Government Code requiring con-
sultation with tribes regarding adoption or amendment
of variousland useplans. (Gov. Code§ 65352.4.)

Summary of the Effect of theProposed Rulemaking

The effect of the proposed rulemaking will beto as-
sist lead agencies with compliance with new require-
mentsin CEQA regarding consultation with California
Native American Tribes and the analysis of potential
impactstotribal cultural resources.

Policy Objectives and Specific Benefits Anticipated
by the Proposed Regulation Including
Non—monetary Benefits

In addition to the objectives explicitly stated in
CEQA, theResources Agency hasseveral policy objec-
tives that guided the development of this proposed ac-
tion. First, the purpose of Appendix G isto assist lead
agencies in complying with CEQA'’s substantive re-
quirements. Because many agency staff look to the
CEQA Guidelines as the comprehensive source of in-
formation regarding CEQA's requirements, and be-
cause someagenciesmay not befamiliar with theanaly-
sisof tribal cultural resources, some degree of detail in
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the questions related to tribal cultural resources is ap-
propriate. Second, because Appendix Gisintended asa
tool to assist lead agencies, the Resources Agency has
attempted to use simple, plainlanguage. Third, because
the CEQA Guidelinesapply to all typesof public agen-
cies across the state, the Resources Agency has at-
tempted to keep questions as broadly worded as pos-
sible. The proposed action balances each of these
objectives.

By adding a statement related to consultation in the
Evaluation of Environmental Impact section of Appen-
dix G, the changes indicate that |ead agencies can gain
information needed to fill out the initial study and un-
derstand thefull scope of potential impactstotribal cul-
tural resources, before proceeding with environmental
review and project development. The benefits of this
consultation process are three—fold. It helpslead agen-
ciesavoid aprocedural errorin CEQA by inadvertently
neglecting consultation, it potentialy protects tribal
cultural resources, and it allows projects to move for-
ward with more certainty and less potential delay from
unanticipated discovery of tribal cultural resourcesdur-
ing construction. As a matter of policy, these changes
help lead agencies efficiently comply with CEQA, ade-
quately consider impacts to tribal cultural resources,
and promotestreamlined devel opment.

The objective of the changesto the Section V, Cultur-
al Resources, aretoclearly indicatetolead agenciesthat
tribal cultural resources are atype of cultural resource
that may be distinct from historical and archeological
resources. The language of the proposed questions in
Appendix G, which detail the two ways that a lead
agency can find that a resource is a tribal cultural re-
source, are intended to provide aclear record of the ba-
sisfor the determination that a project may or may not
haveapotentially significantimpact on suchresources.

TheProposed RegulationisNot | nconsistent with or
Incompatible with Existing State Law or
Regulations

The proposed regulations are not inconsistent or in-
compatiblewith existing stateregul ations.

After performing an evaluation of relevant regula-
tionsapplicableto thistopic area, the Agency found that
therequirementsin the Public Resources Coderel evant
to Tribal Cultural Resourcesare unique, asthey pertain
toanew class of resourcesin CEQA called Tribal Cul-
tural Resources. The proposed regul ationsto add Tribal
Cultural Resourcesto the sampleenvironmental check-
listforminAppendix G of the CEQA Guidelines, there-
fore, are neither inconsistent nor incompatible with ex-
isting stateregulations.

The Resources Agency has developed these regula-
tions in alignment with existing state law and regula-
tions. The amendments to the Guidelines reflect statu-
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tory requirements. These amendments update the
Guidelines to be consistent with AB 52, which added
Public Resources Code sections 5097.94, 21073,
21074, 21080.3.1, 21080.3.2, 21082.3, 21084.2, and
21084.3. The proposed regulations do not impose new
requirements, but rather add the consideration of there-
quirements in statute to the sample environmental
checklist form for the sake of clarity and completeness.
Therefore, these amendments will not result in any in-
consistency and incompatibility with existing state
regulations.

PROPOSED RESEARCH ON FULLY
PROTECTED SPECIES
Bald Eagle, Golden Eagle, American Peregrine
Falcon, and White—tailed Kite

The Department of Fish and Wildlife (Department)
received proposals from Dr. Peter Bloom, on behalf of
Bloom Biological Inc., requesting authorization to take
Bald Eagle (Haliaeetus leucocephalus) and Golden
Eagle (Aquila chrysaetos) (eagles), American Per-
egrine Falcon (Falco peregrinus anatum) (peregrine),
and White—tailed Kite (Elanus leucurus) (kite), Fully
Protected birds, for scientific research purposes, con-
sistent with conservation and recovery of the species.
The bald eagle is listed as Endangered under the
Cdlifornia Endangered Species Act (CESA). Take of
peregrineswill also befor the purpose of assisting with
recovery of the Californialeast tern (Sernula antilla-
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rumbrowni) (least tern), aFully Protected species, and
CESA and Federally Endangered species, and western
snowy plover (Charadrius alexandrines nivosus) (plo-
ver), aFederally Threatened species.

Dr. Bloom is planning to conduct studies on all spe-
cies noted above throughout their geographic range in
California, in accordance with standardized methods
approved by the Department and the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service (Service).

migration), habitat relationships, demographic rates
(e.g., survival, reproductive success), and basiclifehis-
tory information. Dr. Bloom and any others deemed
qualified by the Department would capture and attach
biotelemetry devices using methods common among
raptor studies. If any of the study species noted above
are found dead, they will be salvaged and donated to a
scientificinstitution opentothepublic, asdesignated by
the Department and the Service. No adverse effects on
individualsor populationsare expected.

The Department intends to issue, under specified
conditions, a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)
that would authorize qualified professional wildlife re-
searchers, with Dr. Peter Bloom asthe Principal Investi-
gator, to carry out the proposed activities. The applicant
is also required to have valid federal permits and a
Scientific Collecting Permit (SCP) to incidentally take
other bird speciesin California.
