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TITLE 8.  PUBLIC EMPLOYMENT
RELATIONS BOARD

The Public Employment Relations Board (Board)
proposes to adopt and amend the regulations described
below after considering all comments, objections or
recommendations regarding the proposed action.

REGULATORY ACTION

The Board proposes to amend sections 32380, 32603,
and 32604, and to add sections 32802 and 32804.  Sec-
tion 32380 identifies types of administrative decisions
by Board agents that are not appealable to the Board it-
self.  Section 32603 describes unfair practices by a pub-
lic agency under the Meyers–Milias–Brown Act
(MMBA).  Section 32604 describes unfair practices by
an employee organization under the MMBA.  Proposed
section 32802 provides for the filing of requests for
factfinding with PERB under the MMBA, describes
when a request may be filed and the requirements for
filing, and provides that determinations as to sufficien-
cy of a request are not appealable.  Proposed section
32804 describes the timelines and procedures for the
selection of a neutral chairperson of a factfinding panel
pursuant to a sufficient request filed under proposed
section 32802.

PUBLIC HEARING

The Board will hold a public hearing at 10:00 a.m., on
June 14, 2012, in Room 103 of its headquarters build-
ing, located at 1031 18th Street, Sacramento, Califor-
nia.  Room 103 is wheelchair accessible.  At the hearing,
any person may orally present statements or arguments
relevant to the proposed action described in the Infor-
mative Digest.  It is requested, but not required, that per-
sons making oral comments at the hearing submit a
written copy of their testimony at the hearing.  Any per-
son wishing to testify at the hearing is requested to
notify the Office of the General Counsel as early as pos-
sible by calling (916) 322–3198 to permit the orderly
scheduling of witnesses and to permit arrangements for
an interpreter to be made if necessary.

WRITTEN COMMENT PERIOD

AUTHORITY AND REFERENCE

Pursuant to Government Code section 3541.3(g), the
Board is authorized to adopt, amend and repeal rules
and regulations to carry out the provisions and effectu-
ate the purposes and policies of the Educational Em-
ployment Relations Act (EERA).  Pursuant to Govern-
ment Code sections 3509(a) and 3541.3(g), the Board is
authorized to adopt, amend and repeal rules and regula-
tions to carry out the provisions and effectuate the pur-
poses and policies of the Meyers–Milias–Brown Act
(MMBA).  Government Code section 3513(h)
authorizes the Board to adopt, amend and repeal rules
and regulations to carry out the provisions and effectu-
ate the purposes and policies of the Ralph C. Dills Act
(Dills Act).  Government Code section 3563 authorizes
the Board to adopt, amend and repeal rules and regula-
tions to carry out the provisions and effectuate the pur-
poses and policies of the Higher Education Employer–
Employee Relations Act (HEERA).  Pursuant to Public
Utilities Code section 99561(f), the Board is authorized
to adopt, amend and repeal rules and regulations to
carry out the provisions and effectuate the purposes and
policies of the Los Angeles County Metropolitan
Transportation Authority Transit Employer–Employee
Relations Act (TEERA).  Pursuant to Government
Code sections 3541.3(g) and 71639.1(b), the Board is
authorized to adopt, amend and repeal rules and regula-
tions to carry out the provisions and effectuate the pur-
poses and policies of the Trial Court Governance and
Employment Protection Act (Trial Court Act).  Pur-
suant to Government Code sections 3541.3(g) and
71825(b), the Board is authorized to adopt, amend and
repeal rules and regulations to carry out the provisions
and effectuate the purposes and policies of the Trial
Court Interpreter Employment and Labor Relations Act
(Court Interpreter Act).

POLICY STATEMENT OVERVIEW

PERB is a quasi–judicial agency which oversees pub-
lic sector collective bargaining in California.  PERB
presently administers seven collective bargaining stat-
utes, ensures their consistent implementation and ap-
plication, and adjudicates disputes between the parties
subject to them.  The statutes administered by PERB
are: the Meyers–Milias–Brown Act (MMBA) of 1968,
which established collective bargaining for California’s
city, county, and local special district employers and
employees; the Educational Employment Relations Act
(EERA) of 1976 establishing collective bargaining in
California’s public schools (K–12) and community col-
leges; the State Employer–Employee Relations Act of
1978, known as the Ralph C. Dills Act (Dills Act), es-
tablishing collective bargaining for state government
employees; the Higher Education Employer–Em-
ployee Relations Act (HEERA) of 1979 extending the
same coverage to the California State University Sys-
tem, the University of California System and Hastings
College of Law; the Los Angeles County Metropolitan
Transportation Authority Transit Employer–Employee
Relations Act (TEERA) of 2003, which covers supervi-
sory employees of the Los Angeles County Metropoli-
tan Transportation Authority; and the Trial Court Em-
ployment Protection and Governance Act (Trial Court
Act) of 2000 and the Trial Court Interpreter Employ-
ment and Labor Relations Act (Court Interpreter Act) of
2002, which together provide for collective bargaining
rights for most trial court employees.

Prior to January 1, 2012, the MMBA did not provide
for any mandatory impasse procedures, although allow-
ing for voluntary mediation in section 3505.2 and au-
thorizing local agencies to adopt additional dispute res-
olution procedures in section 3507.  Pursuant to Assem-
bly Bill 646 (Chapter 680, Statutes of 2011), the
MMBA was amended to provide for a factfinding pro-
cess that must be exhausted prior to a public agency’s
unilateral implementation of its last, best and final offer.
Assembly Bill 646, while not changing the voluntary
mediation provisions of section 3505.2, repealed the

prior section 3505.4 and enacted new sections 3505.4,
3505.5, and 3505.7.

Under section 3505.4, in the absence of an agreement
between a public agency and an exclusive representa-
tive, the employee organization may submit a request
for factfinding to PERB.  This section further describes
PERB’s responsibilities with respect to the selection or
appointment of the neutral chairperson of the factfind-
ing panel, and the timelines that are applicable to the
process.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST

Section 32380 identifies administrative decisions
that are not appealable.  The proposed changes would,
consistent with proposed section 32802, add a new
paragraph identifying as non–appealable all determina-
tions made with respect to the sufficiency of a factfind-
ing request filed under section 32802.  Section 32380
would also be revised to add MMBA section 3505.4 to
the reference citations, and to make various non–sub-
stantive changes to other reference citations.

Section 32603 describes unfair practices by a public
agency under MMBA.  The current language includes a
provision making it an unfair practice to fail to partici-
pate in good faith in any impasse procedures mutually
agreed upon or required under the local rules of the pub-
lic agency.  The proposed changes would amend the
language to also make it an unfair practice to fail to par-
ticipate in impasse procedures required by the MMBA.
Section 32603 would also be revised to add MMBA
sections 3505.4, 3505.5, and 3505.7 to the reference
citations, and to make various non–substantive changes
to other reference citations.

Section 32604 describes unfair practices by an em-
ployee organization under MMBA.  The current lan-
guage includes a provision making it an unfair practice
to fail to participate in good faith in any impasse proce-
dures mutually agreed upon or required under the local
rules of the public agency.  The proposed changes
would amend the language to also make it an unfair
practice to fail to participate in impasse procedures re-
quired by the MMBA.  Section 32604 would also be re-
vised to add MMBA sections 3505.4, 3505.5, and
3505.7 to the reference citations, and to make various
non–substantive changes to other reference citations.

Proposed section 32802 would describe when and in
which office a request for factfinding may be filed with
the Board.  The new section would further describe the
timeline for PERB’s determination as to the sufficiency
of the request, and would specify that such determina-
tions are not appealable to the Board itself.

Proposed section 32804 would describe the process,
in cases where the Board finds a factfinding request to
be valid, for the selection or appointment of the neutral
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chairperson of a factfinding panel.  The new section
would further specify, consistent with the provisions of
MMBA section 3505.5, that PERB will not be responsi-
ble in any case for the costs of the panel chairperson.

CONSISTENT AND COMPATIBLE WITH
EXISTING STATE REGULATIONS

During the process of developing these regulations
and amendments, PERB has conducted a search of any
similar regulations on this topic and has concluded that
these regulations are neither inconsistent nor incompat-
ible with existing state regulations.

ANTICIPATED BENEFITS OF THE
PROPOSED REGULATIONS

These regulations and changes will improve the pub-
lic sector labor environment and the collective bargain-
ing process by providing additional dispute resolution
procedures and promoting full communication between
public employers, their employees and representatives
in resolving disputes over wages, hours and other terms
and conditions of employment.  These regulations fur-
ther the policy of bilateral resolution of public sector la-
bor disputes.  During a time in which many public em-
ployers, employees, and employees’ representatives
must address severe financial shortfalls, these regula-
tions benefit all parties by providing procedural certain-
ty to reduce further financial hardships and promote bi-
lateral resolution of conflicts without disrupting essen-
tial public services.  As an additional benefit, these
changes will help PERB’s constituents to avoid unnec-
essary and costly unfair practices and related litigation.
Additionally, when public sector labor disputes are re-
solved in less costly ways, the community at–large
benefits from those cost–savings.  Finally, the proposed
amendments clarify the definition of “unfair practices”
under the MMBA.

DISCLOSURES REGARDING THE
PROPOSED ACTION

Mandate on local agencies and school districts:
Initial determination of the agency is that the
proposed action would not impose any new
mandate.
Cost to any local agency or school district which
must be reimbursed in accordance with
Government Code section 17500 et seq.:  Initial
determination of the agency is that the proposed
action would not impose any new costs, and
therefore requires no reimbursement.

Other non–discretionary cost or savings imposed
upon local agencies:  None.

Cost impact on representative private persons or
businesses:  The agency is not aware of any cost
impacts that a representative private person or
business would necessarily incur in reasonable
compliance with the proposed action.
Significant statewide adverse economic impact
directly affecting business including the ability of
California businesses to compete with businesses
in other states:  Initial determination of the agency
is that the proposed action will have no impact.
Significant effect on housing costs:  The agency’s
initial determination is that there is no effect on
housing costs.
The proposed regulations will not affect small
business because they only affect public
employers and public employees.

RESULTS OF THE ECONOMIC
IMPACT ASSESSMENT

The adoption of the proposed amendments will nei-
ther create nor eliminate jobs in the State of California
nor result in the elimination of existing businesses or
create or expand businesses in the State of California.
The adoption of the proposed amendment will benefit
public employers, employees, employees’ representa-
tives and the community at–large by further facilitating
the resolution of public sector labor disputes by provid-
ing additional dispute resolution procedures and pro-
moting full and bilateral communication between
PERB’s constituents.  In so doing, California residents’
welfare will receive the benefit of stable collective bar-
gaining and dispute resolution, which translates to con-
tinuous delivery of the essential services that these em-
ployers and employees provide to California communi-
ties.

CONSIDERATION OF ALTERNATIVES

A rulemaking agency must determine that no reason-
able alternative considered by the agency or that has
otherwise been identified and brought to the attention of
the agency would be more effective in carrying out the
purpose for which the action is proposed, would be as
effective and less burdensome to affected private per-
sons than the proposed action, or would be more cost–
effective to affected private persons and equally effec-
tive in implementing the statutory policy or other provi-
sion of law.
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The Board invites interested persons to present state-
ments or arguments with respect to alternatives to the
proposed regulations at the above–mentioned hearing
or during the written comment period.

PRELIMINARY ACTIVITIES

PERB staff began meeting with interested parties
about the statutory changes made by Assembly Bill 646
in October 2011; circulated discussion drafts of pos-
sible regulations; held open meetings to take comments
and suggestions on November 8, 2011 (Oakland) and
November 10, 2011 (Glendale); and posted copies of
the discussion drafts, written comments from parties,
and the staff recommendations on the Board’s web site.
Additional public comments were received at the De-
cember 8, 2011 public Board meeting, at which time the
Board authorized submission of an emergency rule-
making package to implement the provisions of Assem-
bly Bill 646.  The Board has also relied upon the Eco-
nomic Impact Assessment identified in this Notice in
proposing regulatory action.

The workers’ compensation experience rating regu-

lations are set forth in Title 10, California Code of Reg-
ulations, Section 2353.1. The regulations are promul-
gated by the Insurance Commissioner pursuant to the
authority granted by Insurance Code Section 11734.
Workers’ Compensation Claims Cost Benchmark and
Pure Premium Rates

Pursuant to Insurance Code Section 11750.3, a rating
organization is permitted to develop pure premium
rates for each employer classification on behalf of its
member insurers for submission to the Insurance Com-
missioner for issuance or approval. In addition to the
proposed changes to the individual classification pure
premium rates, the WCIRB submits an average pure
premium rate of all employer classifications that is in-
tended to measure the overall costs in the California
workers’ compensation system that is designated as the
Workers’ Compensation Claims Cost Benchmark.

The Insurance Code provisions regarding State
workers’ compensation insurance rate supervision state
that the pure premium rates issued or approved by the
Insurance Commissioner are advisory only and do not
authorize the Insurance Commissioner to require insur-
ers to use the pure premium rates issued or approved by
the Insurance Commissioner. These pure premium rates

are an estimate of future workers’ compensation clams
costs. However, all insurers must submit their rates for
review to the Insurance Commissioner prior to their
use, and an insurer’s filed workers’ compensation rates
are public information.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST

Pursuant to Insurance Code Sections 11750 and
11750.3, the WCIRB has developed and submitted for
the Insurance Commissioner’s approval pure premium
rates for use by its member insurers. The pure premium
rates are advisory only, and insurers may use any set of
pure premium rates that are identified in the insurer’s
rate filing.

Pursuant to Insurance Code Sections 11734 and
11751.5, the Insurance Commissioner has designated
the WCIRB as a statistical agent. As the designated sta-
tistical agent, the WCIRB collects insurer data and rec-
ommends revisions to the California Workers’ Com-
pensation Experience Rating Plan — 1995 for approv-
al. Adherence to the regulations contained in the
California Workers’ Compensation Experience Rating
Plan — 1995 is mandatory for insurers.

The pure premium rates recommended by the
WCIRB to be effective July 1, 2012, as well as amend-
ments to the California Workers’ Compensation Expe-
rience Rating Plan — 1995 are detailed in the WCIRB’s
filing and summarized below.

APPROVAL OF PURE PREMIUM RATES

Pursuant to California Insurance Code Section
11750.3, the WCIRB has proposed advisory pure pre-
mium rates for approval by the Insurance Commission-
er to be effective July 1, 2012 with respect to new and
renewal policies as of the first anniversary rating date of
a risk on or after July 1, 2012. The WCIRB has
compared the proposed 2012 pure premium rates to the
industry average filed pure premium rates as directed
by the Insurance Commissioner. The proposed advisory
pure premium rates for the 494 currently in effect aver-
age $2.51 per $100 of payroll; this is 4.1% higher than
the corresponding industry average filed pure premium
rate of $2.41 as of January 1, 2012.

Pure premium rates reflect the projected cost of in-
demnity and medical benefits (losses) and the cost of
administering those benefits (loss adjustment ex-
penses) relative to insured payroll. The proposed July 1,
2012 pure premium rates reflect continued deteriora-
tion in projected losses and loss adjustment expenses as
well as continued sluggish economic growth resulting
in less optimistic economic forecasts of wage level
growth relative to that reflected in the January 1, 2012
Pure Premium Rate Filing submitted last August. The
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deterioration in losses and loss adjustment expenses
since the time of the last WCIRB pure premium rate fil-
ing is primarily attributable to (a) continued adverse
loss development on recent accident years, (b) a signifi-
cant increase in projected allocated loss adjustment ex-
penses, and (c) higher than expected claim frequency
levels on the 2010 and 2011 accident years.

AMENDMENTS TO CALIFORNIA
WORKERS’ COMPENSATION

EXPERIENCE RATING PLAN — 1995

The WCIRB recommends that the following revi-
sions to the California Workers’ Compensation Experi-
ence Rating Plan — 1995 become effective July 1, 2012
with respect to new and renewal policies as of the first
anniversary rating date of a risk on or after July 1, 2012.
� Amend Section I, General Provisions, Rule 2,

Effective Date, to show that the effective date of
the amended Experience Rating Plan is 12:01
a.m., July 1, 2012.

� Amend Section III, Eligibility and Experience
Period, Rule 1, Eligibility Requirements for
California Workers’ Compensation Insurance, to
adjust the eligibility threshold from $23,300 to
$25,427 to reflect the proposed July 1, 2012  pure
premium rates.

COSTS OR SAVINGS RESULTING FROM
THE REGULATIONS

The Insurance Commissioner is authorized by law to
issue or approve advisory pure premium rates. These
rates may or may not be adopted by workers’ com-
pensation insurers. To the extent they are adopted by in-
surers, they may result in additional costs or savings to
employers for workers’ compensation insurance.

The amendments to the California Workers’ Com-
pensation Experience Rating Plan — 1995 may result in
additional costs or savings depending upon many fac-
tors that are specific to each employer, such as, but not
limited to, whether an employer is above or below the
experience rating eligibility threshold, the employer’s
claim experience, or the operations conducted or vari-
ous employees employed by the employer.

COST OR SAVINGS AND MANDATE TO LOCAL
AGENCIES AND SCHOOL DISTRICTS

The Insurance Commissioner cannot determine
whether or not there may be a cost or savings to local
agencies and school districts, but there will not be any
new programs mandated on any local agencies or

school districts as a result of the proposed regulations, if
adopted as proposed herein. The Insurance Commis-
sioner is authorized by law to issue or approve advisory
pure premium rates. These rates may or may not be
adopted by workers’ compensation insurers. To the ex-
tent they are adopted by insurers, they may result in
costs or savings to local agencies or school districts in-
sured for workers’ compensation.

The amendments to the California Workers’ Com-
pensation Experience Rating Plan — 1995 may result in
additional costs or savings depending upon many fac-
tors that are specific to each employer, such as, but not
limited to, whether an employer is above or below the
experience rating eligibility threshold, the employer’s
claim experience, or the operations conducted or vari-
ous employees employed by the employer.

IMPACT ON HOUSING COSTS

The Insurance Commissioner has determined that the
proposed regulations will not have a significant effect
on housing costs.

IMPACT ON SMALL BUSINESSES

The Insurance Commissioner has determined that the
proposed regulations may have an effect on small busi-
nesses. The Insurance Commissioner is authorized by
law to issue or approve advisory pure premium rates.
These rates may or may not be adopted by workers’
compensation insurers. To the extent they are adopted
by insurers, they may result in costs or savings to small
businesses.

The amendments to the California Workers’ Com-
pensation Experience Rating Plan — 1995 may result in
additional costs or savings depending upon many fac-
tors that are specific to each employer, such as, but not
limited to, whether an employer is above or below the
experience rating eligibility threshold, the employer’s
claim experience, or the operations conducted or vari-
ous employees employed by the employer.

COST IMPACT ON PRIVATE PERSONS
OR ENTITIES

The Insurance Commissioner must determine the po-
tential cost impact of the proposed regulations on pri-
vate persons or businesses directly affected by the pro-
posal. At this time, the Insurance Commissioner ex-
pects that the proposed regulations may have an effect
on private persons or entities, though its significance is
unknown. The Insurance Commissioner is authorized
by law to issue or approve advisory pure premium rates.
These rates may or may not be adopted by workers’
compensation insurers. To the extent they are adopted
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by insurers, they may result in costs or savings to private
persons or entities.

The amendments to the California Workers’ Com-
pensation Experience Rating Plan — 1995 may result in
additional costs or savings depending upon many fac-
tors that are specific to each employer, such as, but not
limited to, whether an employer is above or below the
experience rating eligibility threshold, the employer’s
claim experience, or the operations conducted or vari-
ous employees employed by the employer.

FEDERAL FUNDING TO THE STATE

The matters proposed herein will not affect any feder-
al funding.

NON–DISCRETIONARY COSTS OR SAVINGS

The proposed regulations will not impose any non–
discretionary costs or savings to local agencies.

COST OR SAVINGS TO STATE AGENCIES

The matters proposed herein will not result in any
cost or savings to State agencies, except for the State
Compensation Insurance Fund.

REIMBURSABLE COSTS

There are no costs to local agencies or school districts
for which Part 7 (commencing with Section 17500) of
Division 4 of the Government Code would require re-
imbursement.

COMPARABLE FEDERAL LAW

There are no existing federal regulations or statutes
comparable to the proposed regulations.

COMMISSION

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Fish and
Game Commission (Commission), pursuant to the au-
thority vested by sections 200, 203, 203.1, 1002, 2118,
2120, 2122, 2127, 2150, 2150.4, 2157, and 2193, Fish
and Game Code; reference: Sections 2116, 2116.5,
2117, 2118, 2120, 2150, 2151, 2157, 2190, 2193, 2271
and 3500 of said Code, proposes to Amend Section
671.1, and Add Section 671.8, Title 14, California Code
of Regulations, relating to Permits for Restricted Spe-
cies and Inspection of Facilities.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST/POLICY STATEMENT
OVERVIEW

Existing regulations specify the conditions under
which an individual or entity can lawfully possess re-
stricted species in California. The proposed regulatory
changes are needed to comport with AB 820 (Statutes of
2005) (now sections 2116–2195 Fish and Game Code).
The statute and consequent regulations are intended to
implement a comprehensive, self–supporting program
for inspection and monitoring of restricted species faci-
lities in California.

Recent events involving captive restricted species (a
human fatality incident and separate escaped animal in-
cidents) demonstrated the need for reconsideration,
modification, and addition to the existing regulations to
address issues such as escape contingency planning,
public safety, and inspection.

PROPOSED REGULATIONS

Consideration and adoption of these proposed regu-
lations will result in the following:

Amend 671.1

Elimination of language that authorized a veterinari-
an to approve inspection and resulted in a fee waiver for
permit holders.

Clarification that permitted animal facilities will re-
quire only one inspection per year, and not two.

Modification of a 10–day notification requirement in
the event of the death of restricted species under permit.
The Department is also proposing to modify Section
671.1(c)(2)(N) regarding the 10 business day notifica-
tion requirement for transfers, receipt, birth or death of
an animal of any restricted species. Large zoos and re-
search facilities requested a change to this section due to
the regular deaths of large numbers of small, short–
lived restricted species such as fish, amphibians, and ro-
dents.

The Department already has a 10–day reporting re-
quirement for elephants, non–human primates, bears,
wolves, gila monsters and members of the Family Feli-
dae when these animals are transferred, received, have a
birth or death, or there is a change in a unique identifica-
tion. Because this is already required for these animals,
the Department is being adequately notified. Should the
Department ever wish to investigate the transfer, death,
receipt, or birth of the other species not required to be
uniquely identified, the permittee will be required to
maintain and produce such records at the facility.

The proposal also provides clarification of the appeal
process and other minor editorial cleanup changes.

Add 671.8

Establishes annual inspection requirements and types
of inspections to be conducted. Establishes inspection
options that include defining an eligible local entity
(ELE) and establishing a memorandum of understand-
ing (MOU) process specifically for research entities;
and depending on Commission action either would or
would not include the potential for a similar ELE/MOU
process for other entities.

For public notice purposes and to facilitate Commis-
sion discussion, the Department is presenting the two
regulatory options (Option A and Option B) for Section
671.8 that encompass differing opinions on who may
conduct inspections, and under what circumstances, for
Commission consideration:
Proposed Action — § 671.8. Inspection of Facilities

This proposed new section establishes the annual in-
spection requirements and types of inspections to be
conducted to be compliant with recent statute. The fee
for inspections would be based on the number of enclo-
sures that a facility has, using actual inspection in-
formation that the Department gained from limited test-
ing of the method on permitted facilities.
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Establishes a permitting capability that includes in-
spection by an eligible local entity ELE through a mem-
orandum of understanding process specifically, and
only, for research entities such that the Department
would not be inspecting those research facilities. The
facilities would not be required to pay the enclosure–
based inspection fee. This option allows for a five–year
MOU with annual renewals during that five–year time
period. Research entities are already subject to inspec-
tions by USDA, and have special public health related
or animal care standards and accreditations that must be
met for the research activities to be conducted.

The major changes would include:
a more efficient method for inspecting nonresident
applicants for restricted species;
clarification and description of types of
inspections (initial, renewal, amendment); and
providing for research entities to be considered
ELEs and enter into an MOU with the Department
for inspection purposes.

The applicant or permittee requesting ELE/MOU sta-
tus would be required to pay a new ELE/MOU fee to
cover the cost of administering an ELE/MOU process.
The Department would not reimburse any entity that
becomes an ELE.
Alternative 2 — § 671.8. Inspection of Facilities

Alternative 2 includes all of the proposed regulations
plus additional regulatory language that would enable
the Department to potentially authorize a restricted spe-
cies applicant or existing permittee (as a trained private
individual) to be an ELE for inspection purposes start-
ing in 2015. The ELEs would then enter into an MOU
with the Department that would allow for inspection of
the facilities. The applicant or permittee requesting
ELE/MOU status would be required to pay a new ELE/
MOU fee to cover the cost of administering an ELE/
MOU process. The Department would not reimburse
any entity that becomes an ELE.

Establishes permitting options so that the Depart-
ment would not be inspecting those permitted facilities,
and the facilities would not be required to pay the enclo-
sure–based inspection fee. Allows for a five–year MOU
with annual renewals during that five–year time period.

This alternative will likely receive both support and
opposition as it could lead to “self inspection” which
has been an issue in the past. The alternative is similar to
the veterinarian inspection process which led to the re-
quirement to change the regulations because of settle-
ment language from a lawsuit that the Department
agreed to, but it prohibits an ELE from conducting in-
spections of an exhibitor if that local entity is employed
by, or receives compensation from, that exhibitor. How-
ever, the payment of inspection fees to the ELE does not
constitute employment or compensation for purposes

of this section. Compared to current conditions, the De-
partment anticipates that, with the additional inspection
fees based on a number of enclosures, there will be in-
creased Department enforcement of inspection require-
ments and ensuring animal care standards are met.

The Department does not have a process where fees
can be collected to be paid to an ELE and a compensa-
tion program would be administratively difficult for the
Department to implement considering current contract-
ing difficulties with private entities.

Alternative 2 would add the following elements to the
regulatory package:

Requires a permit holder to enter into an MOU
with the Department to avoid the inspection fees
that are based on a number of animal enclosures.
Sets as the criteria for a trained private individual
to be an ELE, that the individual must meet the
qualification requirements for a restricted species
permit as specified in Section 671.1.
Provides that the director’s “Committee on the
Humane Care and Treatment of Wild Animals”
shall advise and assist the Department in entering
into MOUs and in determining whether an MOU
meets the requirements of applicable laws and
regulations.
Allows the Department to grant or deny the
request to become an ELE and/or obtain an MOU
for justified reasons.
Prohibits an ELE from conducting inspections of
an exhibitor if the ELE is employed by, or receives
compensation from, that exhibitor.
Establishes January 2015 as the date that the
Department would start to consider and enter into
MOUs with permittees. This allows two full years
for advance planning and preparation by the
Department for this process.
The applicant or permittee requesting ELE/MOU
status would be required to pay a new ELE/MOU
fee to cover the cost of administering an
ELE/MOU process. The Department would not
reimburse any entity that becomes an ELE.

The Commission anticipates that this regulation will
not have any effect on the overall health and welfare of
California residents except to improve public safety
through more thorough restricted species facility in-
spections. Animal escapes should be reduced with the
more consistent inspection of minimum caging stan-
dards that will be implemented by the Department.

The Commission may anticipate this regulation
change will have a possible effect on the environment
because the animals involved are captive. Where this
regulation may have some effect on the environment is
in the aspect of the Department being more familiar
with each facility and monitoring for violations on a
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regular basis. There are two possible ways captive ani-
mals could cause a problem in the environment: 1) If
non–native animals escape and establish breeding pop-
ulations in California; and 2) If restricted species are
imported into California with a wildlife disease and the
disease spreads to native wildlife. Conducting regular,
consistent and thorough inspections may help to reduce
the probability of either scenario.

The proposed regulations are neither inconsistent nor
incompatible with existing State regulations. No other
State agency has the authority to promulgate regula-
tions establishing the procedures for inspections of
wildlife facilities; however, the Department of Fish and
Game, pursuant to Section 2150.2, Fish and Game
Code, has the authority to set inspection fees and will
proceed under a separate rulemaking.

Availability of Modified Text
If the regulations adopted by the Commission differ

from but are sufficiently related to the action proposed,
they will be available to the public for at least 15 days
prior to the date of adoption. Circumstances beyond the
control of the Commission (e.g., timing of Federal reg-
ulation adoption, timing of resource data collection,
timelines do not allow, etc.) or changes made to be re-
sponsive to public recommendation and comments dur-
ing the regulatory process may preclude full com-
pliance with the 15–day comment period, and the Com-
mission will exercise its powers under Section 202 of
the Fish and Game Code. Regulations adopted pursuant
to this section are not subject to the time periods for
adoption, amendment or repeal of regulations pre-
scribed in Sections 11343.4, 11346.4 and 11346.8 of the
Government Code.

If the regulatory proposal is adopted, the final state-
ment of reasons may be obtained from the address
above when it has been received from the agency pro-
gram staff.
Impact of Regulatory Action

The potential for various impacts that might result
from the proposed regulatory action have been as-
sessed, and the following initial determinations relative
to the required statutory categories have been made:
(a) Significant Statewide Adverse Economic Impact
Directly Affecting Businesses, Including the Ability of
California Businessmen to Compete with Businesses in
Other States.

The proposed action will not have a significant
statewide adverse economic impact directly
affecting business, including the ability of
California businesses to compete with businesses
in other states. Considering the small number of
permits issued over the entire state, this proposal is
economically neutral to business and applies
evenly to resident and nonresident permittees.

(b) Results of the Economic Impact Analysis.
Impact on the Creation or Elimination of Jobs
Within the State, the Creation of New Businesses
or the Elimination of Existing Businesses, or the
Expansion of Businesses in California:
The proposed regulations will identify the
Department as the primary inspectors for
approximately 260 Restricted Species facilities
(this package does not include Research,
Aquaculture or Fish inspections) in California.
Currently, most of the inspections are conducted
by veterinarians hired by or employed by the
restricted species facility. Less work for
veterinarians currently conducting these
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inspections may occur. It is unknown how much
each private veterinarian charges restricted
species permittees for inspection services but the
statute (FGC Section 2150.4) requires the
Department or an eligible local entity to conduct
the inspections. The impacted veterinarians are
generally employed otherwise and may still be
employed by these facilities to conduct medical
exams and other duties dealing with the health of
the animals at the facility.

This regulation change will neither create new
businesses in California or eliminate businesses
currently doing business in this state nor expand
the businesses currently doing business in this
state.

Benefits of the Proposed Regulation:

The Commission anticipates that this regulation
will not have any effect on the overall health and
welfare of California residents except to improve
public safety through more thorough restricted
species facility inspections. Animal escapes
should be reduced with the more consistent
inspection of minimum caging standards that will
be implemented by the Department.

The Commission anticipates this regulation
change will have a possible effect on the
environment because the animals involved are
captive. Where this regulation may have some
effect on the environment is in the aspect of the
Department being more familiar with each facility
and monitoring for violations on a regular basis.
There are two possible ways captive animals could
cause a problem in the environment: 1) If
non–native animals escape and establish breeding
populations in California; and 2) If restricted
species are imported into California with a wildlife
disease and the disease spreads to native wildlife.
Conducting regular, consistent and thorough
inspections may help to reduce the probability of
either scenario.

(c) Cost Impacts on Representative Private Person or
Business

As the number of permitted persons for all
Restricted Species permits is small
(approximately 300 permittees statewide) the
impacts are not consequential to the State.
However, there will be cost impacts that a
representative private person or business who is
among the 300 permittees would necessarily incur
in reasonable compliance with this proposed
action. Fish and Game Code Section 2150.2 states
the Department “shall establish fees. . . in amounts
sufficient to cover the costs. . . .” These costs

would occur in applying for a permit and the
required inspection to house restricted wild
animals and subsequent maintenance if
deficiencies are found. The costs will be
established under a separate rulemaking by the
Department of Fish and Game.

(d) Costs or Savings to State Agencies or
Costs/Savings in Federal Funding to the State.

Statutorily, there must be no net cost to the State.
All costs, such as those incurred for application
reviews, processing, issuing permits, maintaining
databases, inspections, development and
maintenance of a mammal registry, and other
administrative or enforcement costs will be fully
offset by fees paid by the regulated parties.

(e) Other Nondiscretionary Costs/Savings to Local
Agencies.

The effects to local agencies are unknown at this
time.

CESA CONSISTENCY DETERMINATION
REQUEST FOR

State Water Project Delta Operations
(2080–2012–005–00)

Multiple Counties

The Department of Fish and Game (Department) re-
ceived notice on March 30, 2012, that the California
Department of Water Resources (DWR) proposes to
rely on consultation between federal agencies to carry
out a project that may adversely affect species protected
by the California Endangered Species Act (CESA). The
project consists of the State Water Project Delta Opera-
tions wherein DWR proposed to divert, store and con-
vey State Water Project and Central Valley Project wa-
ter until the year 2030. Project activities will result in
adverse impacts to winter–run Chinook salmon (On-
corhynchus tshawytscha) and spring–run Chinook
salmon (Oncorhynchus tshawytscha).

The National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS) is-
sued a “jeopardy” federal biological opinion

(2008/09022(BO)) and incidental take statement (ITS)
to Bureau of Reclamation (Bureau) on June 4, 2009,
which considered the effects of the project on the Feder-
ally endangered and State endangered winter–run Chi-
nook salmon and Federally threatened and State threat-
ened spring–run Chinook salmon. NMFS provided a
reasonable and prudent alternative (RPA) with the BO
that is expected to avoid the likelihood of jeopardy of
the species. On January 12, 2012, NMFS issued a modi-
fication to RPA IV.2.1 of the 2009 BO. Specifically, the
modification calls for the installation of a rock barrier at
the head of Old River. Pursuant to California Fish and
Game Code Section 2080.1, DWR is requesting a deter-
mination that the BO, with the measures contained in
the modified RPA, and ITS are consistent with the re-
quirements of CESA. If the Department determines that
the BO, modified RPA, and ITS are consistent with
CESA for the proposed project, DWR will not be re-
quired to obtain an incidental take permit under Fish
and Game Code section 2081 for the Project.
