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INFORMATIVE DIGEST OF PROPOSED ACTION
AND POLICY STATEMENT OVERVIEW

SectionsAffected

Proposed adoption of new sections 94800, 94801,
94802, 94803, 94804, 94805, 94806, 94807, 94808,
94809, and 94810, title 17, California Code of Regula-
tions. Thefinal revised 2007 American National Stan-
dards Institute/Underwriters Laboratories, Inc. (ANSI/
UL) Standard 867 and ANSI/UL Standard 507 for me-
chanical devices, would be incorporated by reference.
Ozone emissions would be determined using the final
2007 revision of Section 37 of ANSI/UL Standard 867.
The current revised version that is still undergoing
ANSI/UL approval isdated June 22, 2007; thefinal re-
vised Section 37 isexpectedtobeapprovedinfall 2007.

Background

A number of manufacturers sell devices represented
tobeair purifiersor air cleaners, which infact purpose-
ly generate large quantities of ozone, the primary com-
ponent of photochemical smog. Operation of these de-
vices, aso known as “0zone generators,” in occupied
spaceshasbeen knownfor sometimeto cause unhealth-
ful ozone exposures, that is, exposure to elevated room
ozone concentrations above the health-based state and
federal ambient air quality standards for ozone. Cur-
rently, Canada does not certify any type of intentional
0zone-generatingair cleanersfor residential use.

Other common types of ar cleaners include
electrostatic precipitators (ESPs), ionizers, and me-
chanical filter devices. ESPs and ionizers may emit
ozone as abyproduct of their functioning, although the
levels are usually much lower than those produced by
ozone generators. Mechanical filter devices emit little
or N0 0zone.

Exposure to ozone is a public health concern. Ozone
isahighly reactive molecule composed of three atoms
of oxygen, and can damage the lungs and airways.
Ozoneinflamesandirritatesrespiratory tissues, and can
worsen asthma symptoms. Ozone exposure can cause
coughing, chest tightness and impaired breathing. Ele-
vated exposures havethe potential to induce permanent
lung damage, and chronic 0zone exposure can increase
therisk of premature death in personswith poor health.
Ozonecan a so damage plants, fabricsand building ma-
terialssuch aspaint, walls, and flooring. Ozoneisapri-
mary component of photochemical smog, and has been
recognized and regul ated as an outdoor air pollutant for
many years. The current California outdoor air quality
standards for ozone are 0.09 ppm (averaged over one
hour) and 0.070 ppm (averaged over eight hours).

The market for air cleaning devices, particularly for
residential use, hasgrown aspublic concernover indoor
air quality has increased. Annual sales of air cleaners

have surpassed $400 million nationally. A recent sur-
vey found that 14 percent of Californiahouseholds cur-
rently own an air cleaner or owned one during the past
five years. An estimated 828,000 California residents
resideintheapproximately 2 percent of househol dsthat
own an ozone generator, while about 2.8 million people
live in the approximately 8 percent of households that
ownanair cleaner that may emit ozone asaby—product.

In 2006 the Legislature passed Assembly Bill 2276
(Pavley) which was signed into law by Governor
Schwarzenegger (stats 2006 ch 770). The legislation
enacted Health and Saf ety Code sections41985-41986,
which direct ARB to regulate ozone emissions from
portable air cleaners sold in Californiathat are used in
occupied spacesby December 31, 2008.

Description of theProposed Regulatory Action

The regulation proposed by staff (the proposal)
would require that indoor air cleaning devices used in
occupied spaces that are introduced into commerce in
California must not emit a concentration of more than
0.050 ppm of ozone. The proposed regulation would
specify requirements for testing, labeling, certification
and record—keeping, and establish specific exemptions
asdescribed bel ow.

Theproposal would apply to any person or entity who
manufactures, sells, supplies, offers for sale, or
introduces into commerce into California indoor air
cleaning devices that are used in occupied spaces. Un-
der the proposal, indoor air cleaning devices could not
be manufactured for use in California 12 months after
the effective date of the regulation (*manufacture
date”), nor could they be sold, supplied, offered for sale
or introduced into commercein California9 months af-
ter the manufacture date (“sell-through date”), unless
thedevicesarecertifiedby ARB.

Under the proposal, an application for certification of
an indoor air cleaning device would be submitted to
ARB by a manufacturer, or by a professional associa-
tion or certification organization on behaf of a
manufacturer. Application information would include
manufacturer contact information, specified details
about the brand and model of the air cleaning device,
and specified detail sabout thetesting conducted on that
model device. All indoor air cleaning devices, unless
exempted, would be tested following the ANSI/UL
Standard 867, or ANSI/UL Standard 507 for mechani-
cal devices. Ozone emissions would be determined us-
ing the 2007 revision of Section 37 of ANSI/UL Stan-
dard 867. All testing must be performed by aNationally
Recognized Testing Laboratory (NRTL) recognized by
the U.S. Occupational Safety and Health Administra-
tion, or by an approved NRTL Program 2 independent
laboratory. An appropriate certification mark or listing
mark would be shown on each device once that model
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passes the test. Devices certified for use in California
would also have to display a certification label on the
product packaging. Specificwordingwould berequired
for non—medical devices, while medical devices must
belabeledinaccordancewithfederal law.

Specificindustrial usesfor air cleaning devicesasde-
fined would be exempt from the proposed require-
ments. Also, devices designed to be integrated into
heating and air conditioning systems (e.g. “in—duct”
systems) would be exempt from the proposed regula-
tion at thistime. However, these exemptionsmay bere-
evaluated by ARB at afuturetime. Additionally, based
on their known de minimis 0zone emissions, indoor air
cleaning devices using only mechanical filtration
would be exempt from the ozone testing requirements
after certain required documentation is submitted, but
such deviceswould still have to be tested for electrical
safety, and woul d besubject tolabeling requirements.

Finally, under the proposal, manufacturers, distribu-
tors, retailers, sellers and testing laboratories would
have to maintain production, quality control, sales and
testing records for at least three years, and make them
availableto ARB uponrequest.

COMPARABLE FEDERAL REGULATIONS

Health and Safety Code section 41986 requires that
the proposed regulation be consistent with federal law.
The U.S. Food and Drug Administration has promul-
gated a maximum acceptable level of ozone of 0.05
ppm for medical devices, aswell as certain labeling re-
quirements (21 CFR § 801.415). Theemission standard
in the proposed regulation is equivalent to the federal
limit of 0.05 ppm, asrequired. Health and Safety Code
section 41986 also requires that an indoor air cleaning
devicethat isamedical device shall belabeled in com-
pliance with federal law, including Section 801.415 of
Title21 of the Code of Federal Regulations.

COSTSTO PUBLIC AGENCIESAND TO
BUSINESSES AND PERSONS AFFECTED

The determinations of the Board's Executive Officer
concerning the costs or savings necessarily incurred by
public agencies and private persons and businesses in
reasonable compliance with the proposed regulatory
action are presented below and in specific detail in the
Staff Report.

Pursuant to Government Code  sections
11346.5(a)(5) and 11346.5(8)(6), the Executive Officer
has determined that the proposed regulatory action
would create coststo the ARB. The ARB isexpected to
incur ongoing costs of approximately $175,000 per
year for oneadditional staff and contract fundstoimple-
ment the regulation and enforce compliance. Costs
would not be created for any other state agency, or in
federal funding to the state. The regulation would not
create costs or mandate to any local agency or school
district whether or not reimbursable by the state pur-
suant to part 7 (commencing with section 17500), divi-
sion 4, title 2 of the Government Code, or other non-
discretionary cost or savingsto stateor local agencies.

In devel oping thisregulatory proposal, the ARB staff
evaluated the potential economic impacts on represen-
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tative private persons or businesses. The proposed reg-
ulation would affect the manufacturers, distributors,
sellers, and consumers of portableindoor air cleanersif
theproductsare marketed for salein California. The po-
tential economic impact of the regulations would pri-
marily include the cost to test and certify air cleaning
devices to meet the 0.050 ppm emission concentration
standard for ozone. Additionally, all manufacturers of
ozone generators and afew manufacturers of ESPsand
ionizersthat do not meet the emission limit would also
need to redesign their products. Annualized costsfor a
typical small business (producing an average of three
modelsof air cleaners) during thefirst fiveyearsarees-
timated to be between $50,000 and $179,000, and for a
typical larger share company (producing an average of
6-8 models of air cleaners) are estimated to be between
$132,000 and $357,000. These estimatesincludeall as-
pectsof certification, i.e., testing, 1abeling, redesign for
those requiring it, and certification paperwork. The
added cost to consumersisestimated to range from $11
to $16 per air cleaner. The total statewide cost to busi-
nesses and representative private persons or consumers
to comply with the proposed regulation during its life-
time is estimated to be $8,000,000, the cost to busi-
nesses, or $12,100,000, the cost to consumers if com-
pliance costs and a profit margin are passed on to con-
sumers. Some small manufacturers may be impacted
over theshort—term dueto costsfor testing aswell asthe
possible need for someto redesign certain models. The
potential costs, however, are estimated to be insignifi-
cant. Costs are also expected to decline rapidly after
five years becauseit is estimated that there would only
be turnover costs for the introduction of new models.
ARB believesthat all of the potential economicimpacts
are either absorbable or would be passed on to consum-
ers.

Because manufacturers are fully expected, and re-
quired, to comply with the regulations, enforcement
coststo manufacturersshould alsobenegligible.

The Executive Officer hasmade aninitial determina-
tion that the proposed regul atory action would not have
asignificant statewide adverse economicimpact direct-
ly affecting businesses, including the ability of Califor-
nia businesses to compete with businesses in other
states or on representative private persons. Of an esti-
mated 61 manufacturers of indoor air cleaning devices,
two large manufacturers and at least two smaller
manufacturers are based in California. All manufactur-
ers of indoor air cleaning devices marketed for sale in
California would be subject to the proposed regula-
tions, so there should be no effect on the business com-
petitivenessof the California—based manufacturers.

In accordance with Government Code section
11346.3, the Executive Officer has determined that the
proposed regulatory action would not affect the cre-

ation or elimination of jobswithin the State of Califor-
nia, the creation of new businesses or elimination of ex-
isting businesses within the State of California, or the
expansion of businesses currently doing business with-
inthe Stateof California. Overall, theimpactsshould be
absorbable. A detailed assessment of the economicim-
pacts of the proposed regulatory action can befoundin
thel SOR.

The Executive Officer has also determined, pursuant
totitle 1, CCR, section 4, that the proposed regulatory
actionwould affect small businesses. Somedistributors
and retailers of 0zone generatorsare one—and two—per-
son businesses where there may be significant impacts
if their manufacturers decide to not seek certification
fortheCaliforniamarket.

In accordance with Government Code sections
11346.3(c) and 11346.5(a)(11), the Executive Officer
hasfoundthat the proposal would establish no reporting
requirements, but it would establish certain record
keeping requirements. Under the proposal, businesses
would have to maintain certain specified recordsrelat-
ing to production, quality control, sales and testing for
three years and make them available to the Air Re-
sources Board upon request. The Executive Officer has
found that these recordkeeping requirements are neces-
sary for the health, safety, and welfare of the people of
the Stateof California.

Beforetaking final action on the proposed regulatory
action, the Board must determinethat no reasonable al-
ternative considered by the Board or that has otherwise
beenidentified and brought to the attention of the Board
would be more effectivein carrying out the purpose for
which the action is proposed or would be as effective
and less burdensome to affected private persons than
the proposed action.

Thisregulatory actionisproposed under theauthority
granted to the ARB in Health and Safety Code section
41986. This action is proposed to implement, interpret
and make specific sections 41985, 41985.5, and 41986
of the Health and Safety Code; and sections 91000 et
seg. of title 17, subchapter 4 (Disclosure of Records) of
the California Code of Regulations;, 29 CFR 1910.7,
21CFR 801.415; section 201 U.S.C. 321.

HEARING PROCEDURES

The public hearing will be conducted in accordance
with the California Administrative Procedure Act, title
2, division 3, part 1, chapter 3.5 (commencing with sec-
tion 11340) of the Government Code.

Following the public hearing, the Board may adopt
the regulatory language as originally proposed, or with
nonsubstantial or grammatical modifications. The
Board may al so adopt the proposed regul atory language
with other modificationsif the text asmodified is suffi-
ciently related to the originally proposed text that the
public was adequately placed on notice that the regula-
tory language as modified could result from the pro-
posed regulatory action. In the event that such modifi-
cationsare made, thefull regulatory text, with themodi-
ficationsclearly indicated, will be madeavailabletothe
public for written comment at least 15 days beforeitis
adopted.

TheDepartment hasgiven considerationto your Peti-
tion in accordance with Government Code section
11340.7. We agree that section 1050 has been unableto
keep up with the advances in clinical laboratory
technology and was superseded when CLIA was
adopted into California law. We therefore grant your
Petition to repeal this section. The matter will be sched-
uled for public hearing in accordance with the notice
and hearing requirements of Article 5 of the Govern-
ment Code (commencing with section 11346).

Regarding suspension of enforcement pending re-
peal, thedepartment isrequired to enforceitslaws; both
the statutory requirements assigned by the legidlature,
and the regulations adopted by it. Any laboratory in
violation of this section would therefore be subject to
sanctions.

Pursuant to Government Code section 11340.7(c),
any interested person may request reconsideration of
any part or al of the Department’s decision regarding
this Petition no later than 60 days after the date of this
letter.
