NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Fair
Political Practices Commission, pursuant to the
authority vested in it by Sections 82011, 87303 and
87304 of the Government Code to review proposed
conflict of interest codes, will review the proposed/
amended conflict of interest codes of the following:

A written comment period has been established

commencing on October 10, 2003 and closing on
November 24, 2003. Written comments should be
directed to the Fair Political Practices Commission,
Attention Jeanette Turvill, 428 J Street, Suite 620,
Sacramento, CA 95814.

At the end of the 45-day comment period, the
proposed conflict of interest code(s) will be submitted
to the Commission’s Executive Director for his
review, unless any interested person or his or her duly
authorized requests, no later than 15 days prior to the
close of the written comment period, a public hearing
before the full Commission. If a public hearing is
requested, the proposed code(s) will be submitted to
the Commission for review.

The Executive Director or the Commission will
review the above-referenced conflict of interest
code(s), proposed pursuant to Government Code
Section 87300, which designate, pursuant to Govern-
ment Code Section 87302, employees who must
disclose certain investments, interests in real property
and income.

The Executive director or the Commission, upon his
or its own motion or at the request of any interested
person, will approve, or revise and approve, or return
the proposed code(s) to the agency for revision and
re-submission within 60 days without further notice.

Any interested person may present statements,
arguments or comments, in writing to the Executive
Director of the Commission, relative to review of the
proposed conflict of interest code(s). Any written
comments must be received no later than Novem-
ber 24, 2003. If a public hearing is to be held, oral
comments may be presented to the Commission at
the hearing.

COST TO LOCAL AGENCIES
There shall be no reimbursement for any new or

increased costs to local government which may result
from compliance with these codes because these are
not new programs mandated on local agencies by the
codes since the requirements described herein were
mandated by the Political Reform Act of 1974.
Therefore, they are not ‘‘costs mandated by the state’’
as defined in Government Code Section 17514.

EFFECT ON HOUSING COSTS
AND BUSINESSES

Compliance with the costs has no potential effect on
housing costs or on private persons, businesses or
small businesses.

AUTHORITY AND REFERENCE

The Department is conducting this rulemaking
activity under the authority provided by Health and
Safety Code Section 50406 and 50896.3(b), and to
implement, interpret, and make specific 42 USC
Sections 11371 through 11378, (effective July 22,
1987), and the Federal Code of Regulations, Title 24
Part 576, (effective November 1, 1996). It also
incorporates by reference 24 CFR Parts 84 and 85,
and 24 CFR Part 58.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST/POLICY
STATEMENT OVERVIEW

The Department proposes to adopt regulations
to set forth policies and procedures governing the
administration of program funds to nonprofit organi-
zations and units of local government.

Before drafting these regulations, the Department
conducted a survey of over 100 housing facilities or
organizations that have received FESG funds and
asked for their input on the proposed regulations. The
survey had a 30% response rate. In addition, the
Department held two focus groups where survey
respondents from both Northern and Southern
California provided specific feedback on regulatory
ideas developed by the Department. The provisions are
as follows:

Section 8400 Purpose and Scope—This section
sets forth the policies and procedures governing the
administration of funds by the California Department
of Housing and Community Development.

Section 8401 Definitions—This section defines the
terms and acronyms whose meanings are unique to the
FESG program. Some definitions from the federal
regulations are included in the State regulations as a
convenience to the reader.

Section 8402 Allocation of Funds—This section
sets forth the provisions to facilitate the distribution of
FESG funds allocated to the State by the Department
of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).

Section 8403 Notice of Funding Availability—
This section sets forth the information required for the
purpose of awarding FESG funds to local governments
and private non profit organizations that provide
emergency housing and services to the homeless.

Section 8404 Eligible Organizations—This sec-
tion sets forth the minimum standards under federal
and state law that applicants must meet in order to
apply for FESG funds.

Section 8405 Eligible Applications—This section
sets forth the eligibility criteria upon which applica-
tions will be judged to ensure a fair and competitive
process.

Section 8406 General Program Requirements—
This section sets forth eligible and ineligible uses of
FESG funds, and conditions which must be met in
order to receive FESG funds.

Section 8407 Homeless Prevention Activities—
This section sets forth the federal and state require-
ments that govern spending on activities to prevent
homelessness.

Section 8408 Leasing or Renting Rooms with
Vouchers—This section sets forth the requirements
for issuing vouchers for temporary housing.

Section 8409 Renovation, Conversion and Major
Rehabilitation—This section sets for the require-
ments for use of program funds for renovation, major
rehabilitation, or conversion of buildings to be used as
emergency and transitional housing.

Section 8410 Match Requirements—This section
sets forth the process by which the Department
will meet the federal match requirement for the FESG
program.
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Section 8411 Grant Selection Process—This sec-
tion sets forth information regarding the grant
selection process.

Section 8412 State Recipient Contract
Requirements—This section sets forth the require-
ments of a state contract with recipients of FESG
funds. Section 8412 also establishes a process
whereby the state recipient contract is written. This
section also identifies the information to be included in
the contract, and the related timeframes.

Section 8413 Procedures and Requirements for
Procuring Contracts for Services or Materials
under a Capital Development Contract—This sec-
tion sets forth requirements for procuring contracts
using Capital Development forgivable deferred loan
funds. This section helps to ensure that Capital
Development funds are being spent efficiently and
effectively, and helps to ensure a fair, open, and
competitive process.

Section 8414 Requirements for Renovation, Con-
version, or Major Rehabilitation Performed by the
State Recipient—State recipients that perform labor
or provide materials for renovation, conversion, or
major rehabilitation projects need some restrictions to
prevent conflicts of interest or misuse of FESG funds.
This section provides the minimum restrictions neces-
sary to protect public funds from misuse without
excessively regulating the State recipient’s work.

Section 8415 Budget Changes—This section sets
limits on project budget changes to prevent changes to
the scope of activity after awarding funds. These
requirements are necessary to ensure a fair and open
competitive process.

Section 8416 Disbursement procedures—This
section lists the general rules pertaining to the
disbursement of FESG funds.

Section 8417 Reporting Recordkeeping—This
section sets forth the state and federal reporting and
recordkeeping requirements for the FESG program.

Section 8418 Monitoring Grant Activities—This
section ensures that public funds are appropriately
expended. This section provides the minimum infor-
mation necessary regarding monitoring visits and the
consequences of falsifying records.

Section 8419 Audit Requirements—This section
restates the general federal audit requirement for the
FESG program.

Section 8420 Sanctions—This section sets forth
sanctions that the Department may impose upon a state
recipient for failure to abide by federal or state laws
and regulations governing the FESG program.

Section 8421 Other Federal Requirements—This
section reminds FESG state recipients that they must
also abide by all other applicable local, state, and
federal laws governing the FESG program.

IMPACT OF PROPOSED REGULATIONS

The FESG Program provides funding to nonprofit
organizations and local governments to provide
temporary housing and related services for the
homeless. The FESG program is a voluntary
program available to nonprofit organizations and
local governments.

EFFECT ON SMALL BUSINESS

The proposed regulations do not affect small
businesses, because the regulations do not mandate or
require small businesses to take any prescribed action,
and it has no financial impact on small businesses.

LOCAL MANDATE

The proposed regulatory activity will not impose
a mandate on local agencies or school districts.
Participation in the program is voluntary.

FISCAL IMPACT

This regulatory activity does not impose any cost on
any local agency or school district that is required to
be reimbursed under Part 7 (commencing with sec.
17500) of Division 4 of the Government Code; neither
does the regulatory activity result in any other
nondiscretionary cost or savings imposed on local
agencies or in any cost or savings to any state agency
(other than the Department); or cost or savings to
federal funding to the state. Participation is voluntary,
not mandatory.

EFFECT ON HOUSING COSTS

The proposed regulations will have no direct effect
on housing costs.

INITIAL DETERMINATION OF STATEWIDE
ADVERSE ECONOMIC IMPACT DIRECTLY

EFFECTING BUSINESSES

The Department has made an initial determination
that the proposed action will not have a significant
statewide adverse economic impact directly affecting
businesses, including the ability of California
businesses to compete with businesses in other states.

ASSESSMENT STATEMENT

The Department has determined that the regulations
will not significantly affect the creation or elimination
of jobs in California; the creation of new businesses or
the elimination of existing businesses within Califor-
nia; or the expansion of businesses currently operating
in California. In any case, participation in the program
would be voluntary.
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STATEMENT OF POTENTIAL COSTS IMPACT
ON PRIVATE PERSONS AND BUSINESS

On September 23, 2003, the Department of Toxic

Substances Control (DTSC), granted a regulatory
exemption variance to the County of San Diego, a
registered transporter of hazardous waste, to conduct
emergency response incident operations authorized
under the California Code of Regulations, title 22,
section 66263.43. The variance permits the grantee to
transport up to five 85-gallon drums of hazardous
waste from an incident site to a designated central
collection facility using a shipping paper instead of a
hazardous waste manifest. The waste may be accumu-
lated for up to 90 days, and must then be manifested to
an authorized facility.

CEQA Exemption
The project qualifies for a CEQA exemption under

Public Resources Code Section 21080(b)(1), Ministe-
rial Projects. This variance is issued pursuant to
Chapter 13, Article 4, Section 66263.40 et seq.
(Regulatory Exemptions for Certain Transportation
Operations), that allows for five specific types of
transportation requirement exemptions. Applicants
must meet preset regulatory standards. In applying
these standards, DTSC only verifies specific facts
regarding eligibility and may not add case-specific
conditions.
