INFORMATIVE DIGEST/POLICY STATEMENT
OVERVIEW

Existing law provides that the Secretary may adopt
such regulations as are necessary to carry out the provi-
sions of the Food and Agricultural Code (FAC) which
he is directed or authorized to administer or enforce
(FAC Section 407). Existing law providesthat the Sec-
retary may adopt regulations which will assist in carry-
ing out the CaliforniaSeed L aw and may, by regulation,
establish methods and procedures for the mandatory
conciliation or mediation or arbitration of disputes, asa
prerequisite to pursuing other dispute resolution mech-
anisms, between labelers and any persons concerning
the conformance with label statements or advertise-
ments and representationsof quality or performance, or

causing crop loss due to disease (“fails to perform as
represented”) as required by law (FAC Sections 52331
and52332).

Existing Section 3867 providesthat, inadditiontothe
information required under Sections 52451 through
52455 of the FAC, the Arbitration/Conciliation/Medi-
ation notice shall be included upon the seed container
label, with an exception for seed sold at retail for non-
farm usage. The proposed amendment will del ete mak-
ing referencein the regulation to seed covered by FAC
Section 52453(€). FAC Section 52453(€) was removed
from statute January 1, 2007.

The effect of the proposed amendment will be to re-
moveareferenceto statutory authority intheregulation
that no longer exists. There is no existing, comparable
federal regulationor statute.

COST TO LOCAL AGENCIES
AND SCHOOL DISTRICTS

The Department of Food and Agriculture has deter-
mined that Section 3867 does not impose a new man-
dateonlocal agenciesor school districts.

The Department also has determined that no savings
or increased coststo any state agency, no reimbursable
costsor savingsunder Part 7 (commencing with Section
17500) of Division 4 of the Government Code to local
agencies or school districts, no nondiscretionary costs
or savings to local agencies or school districts, and no
costs or savingsin federal funding to the State will re-
sult fromtheproposed action.

EFFECT ON HOUSING COSTS

The Department has made an initial determination
that the proposed actionwill not affect housing costs.

EFFECT ON BUSINESSES

The Department has made an initial determination
that the proposed action will not have a significant,
statewide adverse economic impact directly affecting
some California businesses, including the ability of
Cdlifornia businesses to compete with businesses in
other states.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST/POLICY STATEMENT
OVERVIEW

Existing law establishes a workers' compensation
system, administered by the Administrative Director of
the Division of Workers' Compensation, to compensate
anemployeeforinjuriessustainedinthe courseof hisor
her employment. Labor Code section 123.6 subjects
workers' compensation administrative law judges to
the California Code of Judicia Ethics. Pursuant to La-
bor Code section 123.6 (enacted in 1993 by AB 1252,
chapter 483) the Administrative Director adopted regu-
lationsto interpret and enforce the provisions of Labor
Code section 123.6. In 2002, chapter 6 (AB 749) estab-
lished the position of Court Administrator, and also
amended L abor Code section 123.6 to provide that the
Administrative Director was to adopt regulations af-
fecting judicia ethics, in consultation with the Court
Administrator.

These proposed regulations, drafted in consultation
with the Court Administrator, amend the existing judi-
cial ethics regulations applicable to workers' com-
pensationadministrativelaw judges.

This proposed regulatory change implements, inter-
prets, and makes specific Section 123.6 of the Labor
Codeasfollows:

Section9720.1 Authority

Outdated terms in this section are changed to reflect
thecurrent correct terminol ogy.
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Section9720.2 Definitions

Thissection setsforth necessary definitions.

(a) “Code of Judicial Ethics’. This subdivision pro-
vides a definition of Code of Judicial Ethics. It is
changedto properly identify the Code.

(c) “Complaint”. This subdivision alters the defini-
tion of complaint to refer to ethicsviolationsinstead of
misconduct.

(d) “Ethicsviolation”. Thissubdivisionischanged to
reflect current correct terminology.

(e) “Financial interest”. This subdivision defines fi-
nancial interest to mean alegal or equitable interest of
either more than one per cent (1%) or of afair market
vaue in excess of two thousand dollars ($2,000). The
former definition for refereeisnow changed to adefini-
tionof judge, andisnow insubdivision (h).

() “Gift”. Thisnew definition is added to define gift,
including rules taken from the regulations of the Fair
Political Practices Commission (F.PP.C.). It excepts
from inclusion in gift, informational materials, gifts
from relatives, campaign contributions, comestible
items of nominal value not intended for an individual
judge, inheritances, and personalized trophies and
plagues. It excludes from inclusion within gift, admis-
sion, refreshments, and travel reimbursements related
to events at which a judge is a speaker in the United
States. It also excludesfrom inclusion within gift, com-
plimentary admission and refreshments at legal educa-
tion events to which the judge is invited, but is not a
Speaker.

(9) “Honorarium”. This subdivision provides a defi-
nition of honorariumwhich excludesfrominclusionin-
come from personal services, provides a definition of
teaching similar to FPP.C. regulation 18932.2, and in-
cludes a presumption that teaching at a presentation to
the State Bar falls within the bona fide profession of
teaching.

(h) “Judge’. Thissubdivision providesadefinition of
judge instead of the previous referee. The amendment
updatesother language changes.

(i) “Previously earned compensation.” This subdivi-
sion provides a definition of previously earned com-
pensation, to describe legal fees a judge may have
earned before becoming ajudge, but which are payable
during theterm of appointment asajudge.

(1) “ Spouse”. Thistermisdefinedtoinclude domestic
partners.

(k) “Third degree of relationship.” Thisterm is de-
fined to specify the relatives that are to be included
within the third degree of relationship, a concept taken
fromthecivil law.

Section9721.1 Codeof Judicial Conduct or Ethics

Thissection providesthat all workers' compensation
administrative law judges are to abide by the Code of
Judicial Ethics.

Section9721.2 Gifts,Honorariaand Travel

This section prescribes the rules governing accep-
tanceof gifts, honoraria, andtravel payments.

(@) This subdivision is changed to provide that
WCALJsmay not accept any giftswhichthey would be
prohibited from accepting under the Code of Judicia
Ethics or which would be prohibited to transmit to a
judge under the State Bar’s Rules of Professional Con-
duct.

(b) This subdivision is rewritten. The prior subdivi-
sion contained the complete rules relating to honoraria
and gifts. Therevised subdivision (b) adoptsthe annual
gift limit of Government Code § 89503, and the bien-
nial adjustment of FP.P.C. regulation 18940.2.

(c) This subdivision provides exceptionsto the limit
of subdivision (b). Excepted from the annual gift limit
are:

1. Generdly, payments for travel expense in the
United Statesrelated to agovernmental purposeor
issueof public policy if thetravel iseither paid for
by agovernment or tax exempt organization, or if
the travel isrelated to abar or judge function and
paid for by the State Bar, an association of judges,
or astate bar association.

2. Wedding gifts and the exchange of gifts of similar
valueonbirthdaysand holidays.

3. A qift from someone whose pre—existing
relationship with the judge would disqualify the
judgeinrelationtothat person.

(d) Thissubdivision describesthesituationsinwhich
travel isexempt under subdivision (c).

(e) This subdivision provides that travel payments
not described earlier aresubject tothegift limit.

(f) Thissubdivision provides that judges may not ac-
cept an honorarium unless allowed by the Court Ad-
ministrator if the cost of the honorarium is paid for by
attorneyswho practiceworkers' compensation, or if the
judge would have to disclose the honorarium on the
annual statement of economicinterests.

(g) This subdivision provides that the section does
not apply to an honorarium if it is not used, and within
30 days of receipt iseither returned to the donor, or giv-
entotheStateof California

(h) Thissubdivision providesthat the Court Adminis-
trator shall enforcethissection’sprovisions.

(i) Thissubdivision providesthat judges may not ac-
cept honoraria, the cost of whichispaidfor by workers
compensation attorneys, without prior written approval
of the Court Administrator. It al so providesthat the sec-
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tion does not authorize acceptance of honoraria other-
wise prohibited by the Government Code 889552.

()) This subdivision provides that honoraria for
speeches or panels are allowed when the event is spon-
sored by a professional association of judges, the State
Bar, agovernment, abar association which isnot com-
prised mostly of either defense or applicant workers
compensation attorneys, atax exempt educational insti-
tution, atax exempt non—profit organization, or thefor-
eign equivalent of atax exempt non—profit organiza-
tion,

(k) Thissubdivision providesthat ajudge may apply
to the Court Administrator to allow an honorarium pro-
vided by anorganization not listedinsubdivision j).

() This subdivision provides that for honoraria al-
lowed by the Court Administrator for aspeech or panel
presentation sponsored by aprofessional association of
judges, the State Bar, a government, a tax exempt
educational institution, a tax exempt non—profit orga-
nization, or theforeign equivalent of atax exempt non—
profit organization, payment is allowed for travel in-
cluding reasonably necessary transportation, lodging
and subsistence, provided directly in connection with
the speech or panel presentation, limited to the day of,
theday before, and theday after the speech or panel pre-
sentation, provided that the travel is within the United
States.

(m) This subdivision provides that payment is al-
lowed for travel, including transportation, lodging and
subsistence, when paid for by a government, aforeign
government, a bona fide public or private educational
institution, atax exempt non—profit organization, or the
foreign equivalent of atax exempt non—profit organiza-
tion, and thetravel isreasonably related to alegidlative
purpose or an issue of state, national, or international
publicpolicy.

(n) This subdivision provides that upon approva by
the Court Administrator, payment, provision, or reim-
bursement for a judge’s travel in connection with a
speech or panel presentation sponsored by attorneys
who practice workers' compensation, will be allowed
for actual transportation, reasonably necessary subsis-
tenceprovided directly in connectionwith the speech or
panel presentation, but meals being limited to a meal
served contemporaneously with the speech or presenta-
tionand mealsconsumed whiletraveling.

(o) Thissubdivision providesthat paymentisallowed
for travel in the United States in connection with a
speech or panel presentation, if the event is sponsored
by aprofessional association of judges, the State Bar, a
government, aforeign government, a bona fide public
or private educational institution, a tax exempt non—
profit organization, or theforeign equivalent of atax ex-

Section9721.11 Requirement for Disclosure

This section enumerates what judges are required to
disclose to parties in a case. Required disclosures are:
that the judge previously served asalawyer inthe case;
that the judge previously provided legal advice to a
party in the case; that in the previoustwo years, aparty
or officer of aparty wasclient of thejudge; that alawyer
in the case or the lawyer’s associate is arelative of the
judge or judge’s spouse; that the judge has actively par-
ticipated in the drafting of lawsinvolved in the case, or
involvedinlobbyingrelating to lawsinthecase; any in-
formation that would berelevant to theissue of disqual-
ification; any situation known to the judge, required to
be disclosed by the Code of Judicial Ethics; that the
judge has a disputed workers' compensation claim
against any party inthecase.

Section9721.12 Disqualification

(& Thissubdivision lists reasonswhy ajudgeisdis-
qualifiedinacase. Listed reasonsare: that thejudge has
personal knowledge of evidentiary facts; that the judge
served as lawyer for a party in the past two years; that
thejudge hasactual biasin favor of or against any party
and the judge has substantial doubt asto his or her ca-
pacity to beimpartial; that because of physical impair-
ment, the judge is unable to perceive evidence or prop-
erly conduct proceedings; that within the past two
years, thejudge served asalawyer for an officer, direc-
tor, trustee of aparty; that within the past two years, the
judgewasassociatedin private practice, asan employee
or on acontract basis, with alawyer in the proceedings,
that thejudge, judge’ sspouse, or child, personally, or as
afiduciary, hasafinancial interest in the subject matter
inacaseor in aparty to the case; that thejudge, judge’s
spouse, or relative within the third degree of relation-
ship to thejudge or spouseislikely to beamaterial wit-
ness, that a party to the case is related within the third
degree of relationship to either the judge or judge’'s
spouse; that the judge believes that recusal would fur-
ther theinterestsof justiceor believesthereisasubstan-
tial doubt asto thejudge’s capacity to beimpartial; that
the judge has actual bias against or in favor of an attor-
ney for aparty and thejudge hasasubstantial doubt asto
hisor her capacity tobeimpartial.

Thissubdivision also providesthat ajudgeisnot dis-
qualified as to other members or associates in a law
firm, or astothelaw firmitself, solely because of actual
bias against or in favor of individual attorneys in or
associated with thefirm, and that actual biasin favor of
or against an attorney does not in itself create the ap-
pearanceof biasasto alaw firm of whichtheattorney is
amember or associate. This subdivision also provides
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that a doubt of a person aware of the facts that ajudge
could beimpartial towardsalaw firm or other members
or associates of alaw firm, based only on knowledge of
ajudge’shiasin favor of or against anindividual attor-
ney or attorneys, is not adoubt which isreasonably en-
tertained. This subdivision also provides that if the
workers compensation appealsboard, on apetition for
disqualification aleging bias against or in favor of an
attorney, determinesthat ajudgeisdisqualified because
of the appearance of bias or because a person aware of
the facts might reasonably entertain a doubt that the
judgecould beimpartial, it shall not be presumed, either
asto alaw firm of which the attorney is a member or
associate, or as to other members or associates of the
law firm, either that there is the appearance of bias or
that a person aware of the facts might reasonably enter-
tainadoubt that thejudgecould beimpartial.

(b) Thissubdivision providesthat parties may waive
disqualification. Waiver of disqualification isto bein
writing or ontherecord. Attorneys may waive disquali-
fication on behalf of their clients, except on behalf of
theemployee.

(c) Thissubdivision providesthat two typesdisquali-
fication may not bewaived: that thejudgeor arelativeis
likely to be awitnessin the case, and that the judge has
served asalawyerinthecase.

Section 9721.13 What are not Grounds for
Disgualification

This section sets forth factors which are not grounds
for disqualification. Thefactorsare: that the judgeisor
isnot amember of aparticular racial, ethnic, religious,
gender, or sexua orientation classification; that the
judge haspreviously expressed aview onalegal or fac-
tual issue, except for expressing an unqualified opinion
on the merits of the case involved; that the judge has a
policy of insuranceissued by aparty to the proceeding,
unless the judge is involved in a pending dispute with
the company; that the judge has a currently disputed or
recent workers' compensation claim against one of the
parties.

Section9721.21 Restriction on I nvestments

This section provides that judges are restricted from
owning or acquiring interests in companies that write
workers' compensation insurancein California. It also
providesthat judges must divest interestsin such com-
panieswithin oneyear of theregulation’seffective date
or the date they later acquired the interest. It also pro-
videsthat ajudgemay apply for, and the Administrative
Director may grant, an extension of time to dispose of
such an interest. It also provides that judges are not to
acquire or hold interests in self-insured employers
which are reasonably likely to appear as defendantsin
the district office where the judge is normally
employed.

Section9721.31 Financial Interestsin Educational
Programs

This section providesthat judges are not permitted to
own or to receiveincome from workers': compensation
educational programs.

(a) This subdivision is changed to correct the refer-
ence from referee to workers' compensation adminis-
trativelawjudge.

(b) This subdivision is rewritten, with a new para
graph (2) added. The new paragraph providesthat usual
and customary royalties from self—published books are
not considered included within revenues from educa-
tional programs. Such self—published books are not to
be distributed by Division of Workers' Compensation
employees, and self—publishing judges areto provide a
plan to the Court Administrator for approval regarding
theself—publishing.

Section9721.32 DutytoReport EthicsViolations

This section is changed to correct the reference from
referee to workers' compensation administrative law
judge. The section provides that judges are to take or
initiate correctiveaction, including reporting, for fraud-
ulent, unprofessional, or improper conduct. It is
amended to restrict the requirement of reporting to situ-
ations when the judge becomes aware of the conduct
through persona knowledge or through reliable and
competent information.

Section 9721.33 Previoudy Earned Compensation

This section provides that judges may receive com-
pensation for services performed prior to being ap-
pointed ajudge.

Section 9722 The Workers Compensation Ethics
Advisory Committee

INFORMATIVE DIGEST AND POLICY

Chapter 50of Division 8 of theBusinessand Profes-
sions Code. Section 19800 et seq. Notwithstanding
any other provision of state law a nonprofit organiza-
tion may conduct a fundraiser using controlled games
as a funding mechanism to further the purposes and
mission of the nonprofit organization. Nonprofit orga-
nizations shall register annually with the Division of
Gambling Control. Thedivisionshall furnisharegistra-
tionformonitsinternet Web siteor, upon request, toeli-
gible nonprofit organizations. The division shall, by
regulation, collect only the information necessary pur-
suant to this section on thisform. The division may re-
guire an eligible organi zation to pay an annual registra-
tion fee of up to one hundred dollars ($100) per year to
cover the actual costs of the division to administer and
enforce this section. The annual registration fees shall
be deposited by the division into the Gambling Control
Fund. Thedivision, by regulation or order, may require
any person or entity who, directly or indirectly,
manufactures, distributes, supplies, vends, leases, or
otherwise provides, supplies, devices, or other equip-
ment designed for use in the playing of controlled

games by any nonprofit organization registered to con-
duct controlled games, to register withthedivision.

Section 2080. The purposeof Section 2080istoiden-
tify the Bureau of Gambling Control as the regulatory
agency vested with the registration of nonprofit orga-
nization fundraisers in the state. This section is neces-
sary to set out the Bureau's intent that events shall be
conducted in a manner consistent with the purpose of
fundraising for qualified nonprofit organizations.

Section 2082. This section mandates nonprofit orga-
nizations and suppliers of gaming equipment or ser-
vicesto nonprofit organizationsto register with the Bu-
reau prior to conducting afundraising event.

Section 2084. Outlines the application for registra-
tion process and requires the nonprofit organization to
utilizethe Bureau’sform, BGC—SP. 001.

Section 2086. Outlines the application for registra-
tionrequirements.

Section 2088. Outlines how the Bureau will process
applicationsfor nonprofit organizationfundraisers.

Section 2090. Outlines criteriaused to determine ap-
plicantineligibility.

Section 2092. Outlinesthe criteriaused when cancel -
ing theregistration of anonprofit organization.

Section 2094. Outlines the term of registration for a
nonprofit organization to conduct afundraiser utilizing
controlled games.

Section 2096. This section requiresthe approved ap-
plicant to display the Bureau issued registration at the
fundraising event.

Section 2098. The purpose of this section is to pro-
vide guidelines to those persons or entities (19986(b))
who act as suppliers of gaming equipment. The section
also requires these persons or entities to register with
theBureau on anannual basisand utilizeBGC-SP. 002.

Section 2100. Outlines how the Bureau will process
applicationsfor suppliersof gaming equipment

Section 2102. Outlinesthe criteriaused to determine
ineligibility for the registration of suppliers of gaming
equipment

Section 2104. This section outlines the cancellation
processof asupplier of gambling equipment and/or ser-
vicesregistration.

Section 2106. Outlines the term of registration for
suppliers of gaming equipment to provide gaming
equipment or services to qualified nonprofit organiza-
tion’sfundraisers.

Section 2108. This section requires the approved
supplier of gambling equipment and/or servicesto dis-
play the Bureau issued registration at the fundraising
event.

Section 2110. The purpose of this section is to pro-
vide applicants with general requirements for which a
fundraising eventisto beconducted.
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Section 2112. Thepurposeof thissectionistorequire
applicants to display problem gambling informational
signsduringtheevent. Thesignswill beprovided by the
Bureau, at no cost tothenonprofit organization.

Section 2114. Thepurposeof thissectionistorequire
nonprofit organizations to report the outcome of their
nonprofit organization fundraiser using controlled
gamestotheBureau.

Section 2116. The purpose of this section is to set
guidelinesfor the retention of records for nonprofit or-
ganizationfundraisers.

caliber or smaller, rimfire cartridge and their
projectiles is prohibited per section 3004.5, Fish
and Game Code.

Differencesin non-ead bullet costsfor reloading

Although production may belimited at the present
time, a variety of ammunition retailers do offer
non-lead ammunition in most calibers used in
big—gameand nongame hunting.

When viewed as part of the total cost of a hunting
trip however, (license, tags, food, lodging, fuel,
carcass processing, taxidermy, etc.) the increased
amount (up to $5.00 for abox of ammunition and
up to $11.04 for abox of bullets) isnot considered
significant.

PETITION CONCERNING PREVIOUSLY BALED
MATERIAL DELIVERED BY CERTIFIED
RECYCLINGCENTERS

Thank you for your petition dated October 9, 2007
and received electronically by the Department of Con-
servation, Division of Recycling (Division) regarding
your request to amend regulations related to the bever-
agecontainer recycling program. The Division appreci-
atestheinterest and concern you have expressed in this
petition.

Pursuant to Government Code Sections 11340.6 and
11340.7 of the California Administrative Procedure
Act, your petition to amend Chapter 5 of Division 2 of
Title 14 of the CaliforniaCodeof Regulationsisdenied.

The Division has established procedures to guide
staff when inspecting loads of beverage containers de-
livered to a processor for California Refund Value
(CRV) reimbursement. When Division staff finds pre-
viously baled aluminum or plastic beverage containers
in aload, the processor’s supervisory staff is asked to
assistintheinspection, and samplesare obtained asevi-
dence. The associated claim is placed on a prepayment
hold pending review. Division staff follows up with a
site visit to the recycling center to inspect the facility
and obtain consumer purchase records associated with
the clam. Forensic analysis is conducted on the
associated purchase records to determine if records
werefalsifiedto cover theineligiblematerial, with con-
currence by a supervisor. Any plausible explanations
(e.g., beverage containerscrushedin atrash compactor)
are investigated and considered. Pursuant to the
Cdlifornia Code of Regulations (14CCR) Section
2401(b), the Division doesnot deemloadsineligiblefor
CRV if the beverage containers are merely flattened. A
supervisor also inspects the sample of beverage con-
tainers for concurrence. If the supervisor concurs that
the beverage containers are previously baled, the Divi-
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sion authorizes the receiving processor to deny CRV
payment pursuant to 14CCR Section 2401(b).

TheDivisionservesanoticetotherecycler that speci-
fiesthereason(s) for denial of CRV payment. A recycler
may alsofileaclaimwiththeBoard of Control to appeal
the Division’s determination. In summary, this process
includesan initial inspection of aload by Division staff
and concurrence with processor staff, supervisory con-
currence that the material is previously baled, forensic
analysis of the associated consumer purchase records
and claim, supervisory review of the forensic analysis,
notice to the recycler of the Division’s determination,
and athird party appeal process.

The Division undertakes this process to help proces-
sors fulfill their responsibility of inspecting loads of
beverage containersfor CRV €ligibility. Processorsfre-
guently do not havetheir own staff present toinspect al
loads. The Division's partnership with processors in
this load inspection process aso serves to dleviate
some of the negative repercussions processors may re-
ceive from their customers when aload is denied, be-
cause the Division is authorizing the processor to deny
CRV payment on aload based onthe Division’sload in-
spectionand record review.

Your proposal to establishastandard of 15 poundsper
cubic foot to define “previoudly baled” isnot feasible.
Pieces of previously baled beverage containers are not
linear or in cube form, and surface area and density
could not be determined when previoudly baled materi-
al is found upon inspection. Additionally, previously
bal ed beverage containers are the result of abaling pro-
cess conducted at acommercial facility, after they have
been redeemed by a consumer. Therefore, previously
bal ed beverage containersfoundin shipmentsarelikely
stolen material, previously redeemed material, or mate-
rial from another state. Shipments of containers from
other states are often baled to a densification less than
15 pounds per cubic foot which allowsthe containersto
easily be separated and illegally redeemed at Califor-
nia's certified recycling centers. It is the Division's
position that shipments that include previously baled
beverage containers of any density are a significant
threat to the California Beverage Container Recycling
Fund, and itscurrent implementation of 14CCR section
2401(b) isconsistent withthat position.

Your second proposal is to amend 14CCR section
2401(b), requiring that aload have at |east 2 percent or
20 pounds of previously baled material for it to be
deemedineligible. The proposal would result inthe Di-
vision authorizing CRV payment for previously baled
material if load inspectors are not able to extract more
than 2 percent or 20 pounds while inspecting the load.
Since most processors only have one unloading area,
Division staff is mindful of not impacting the normal
flow of business by along inspection process that pre-

1970

vents other shipments from being unloaded. Typically,
when Division staff finds ineligible material in aload,
they only have afew minutesto obtain samplesfor evi-
dence.

Your third proposal isto require an audit by the Divi-
sion if the recycler is denied CRV payment for aload
that includes previously baled material. A risk analysis
and audit process already exists. When a recycler has
submitted a claim for ineligible material, the Division
visitstherecycler toinspect the operationsand audit the
claim.

The Division also conducts arisk assessment on the
recycler, whichusually resultsinaninvestigativeaudit.

In order to fully understand the processes used by the
Division in regards to load inspection at processors,
prepayment controls used by the Division and risk as-
sessment of recyclers, please contact Mr. Dennis Stone,
Manager of the Investigations Section within the Divi-
sion.

On September 28, 2007, you submitted a petition to
the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) asking for a
determination as to whether specific language in the
Department Operations Manual (DOM) issued by the
Department of Correctionsand Rehabilitation (CDCR)
is an underground regulation. The specific language
youchallengeis:

DOM section 54020.24: “Inmates and visitors may
not takeany fooditemsfromthevisitingareas.”

DOM section 54020.29: “ All food itemsshall becon-
sumed or disposed of at theconclusion of thevisit.”

In issuing a determination, OAL renders an opinion
only asto whether achallengedruleisa“regulation” as
defined in Government Code section 11342.600, which
should have been, but was not adopted pursuant to the
Administrative Procedure Act (APA).1 Nothing in this
analysisevaluatesthe advisability or the wisdom of the
underlying action or enactment. OAL hasneither thele-
gal authority nor the technical expertiseto evaluate the
underlying policy issuesinvolved in the subject of this
determination.

A rulewhich meetsthe definition of a“regulation” in
Government Code section 11342.6002 is required to be
adopted pursuant to the APA. The DOM sections you
challenge prohibit visitors and inmates from removing
food items from the visiting area and require that all
food items be consumed or disposed of at the conclu-
sion of the visit. There is aready in title 15 of the
CaliforniaCode of Regulations, at section 3170.1(g), a
properly adopted regulation (filed with the Secretary of
State on February 18, 2003) which prohibits visitors
and inmatesfrom taking anything fromthevisiting area
andindoing sorequiresthat all food itemsbe consumed
or disposed of . Section 3170.1(g) of title15 provides:

TheDOM sectionsyou challengemerely restaterath-
er than further supplement or interpret thisexisting pro-
hibitionintitle 15, CaliforniaCode of Regulations, sec-
tion 3170.1(g).
