NOTICE ISHEREBY GIVEN that the Department
of Food and Agriculture amended Section 3591.2, sub-
section (), of theregulationsin Title 3 of the California
Code of Regulations pertaining to Oriental Fruit Fly
Eradication Areaasan emergency actionthat waseffec-
tiveon November 8, 2006. The Department proposesto
continuetheregulation asamended and to completethe
amendment process by submission of a Certificate of
Compliancenolater thanMarch 8, 2007.

A public hearing is not scheduled. A public hearing
will be held if any interested person, or his or her duly
authorized representative, submitsawritten request for
apublic hearing to the Department no later than 15 days
prior to the close of the written comment period. Fol-
lowing the public hearing if oneisrequested, or follow-
ing the written comment period if no public hearing is
requested, the Department of Food and Agriculture, at
itsown motion, or at theinstance of any interested per-
son, may adopt the proposal substantially as set forth
without further notice.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST/POLICY STATEMENT
OVERVIEW

Existing law provides that the Secretary is obligated
toinvestigate the existence of any pest that isnot gener-
ally distributed within thisstate and determinethe prob-
ability of its spread, and the feasibility of its control or
eradication (Food and Agricultural Code Section
5321).

Existing law also providesthat the Secretary may es-
tablish, maintain, and enforce quarantine, eradication,
and other such regulations as he deems necessary to
protect the agricultural industry from the introduction
and spread of pests (Food and Agricultural Code, Sec-
tions 401, 403, 407 and 5322). Existing law aso pro-
vides that eradication regulations may proclaim any
portion of the State as an eradication area and set forth
the boundaries, the pest, itshosts, and the methodsto be
used to eradicate said pest (Food and Agricultural Code
Section5761).

Section 3591.2, subsection (a), was amended and es-
tablished Riverside County as an eradication area for
Oriental fruit fly, Bactrocera dorsalis. Theeffect of this
action wasto establish authority for the Stateto conduct
eradication activities in Riverside County against this
pest. There is no existing, comparable federal regula-
tionor statute.

COST TO LOCAL AGENCIES
AND SCHOOL DISTRICTS

The Department of Food and Agriculture has deter-
mined that Section 3591.2 does not impose a mandate
on local agencies or school districts and no reimburse-
ment is required for Section 3591.2 under Section
17561 of the Government Code. The Department also
has determined that no savingsor increased coststo any
state agency, no reimbursable costs or savings under
Part 7 (commencing with Section 17500) of Division 4
of the Government Codetolocal agenciesor school dis-
tricts, no nondiscretionary costs or savings to local
agencies or school districts, and no costs or savingsin
federa funding to the State will result from the pro-
posed action.

EFFECT ON HOUSING COSTS

The Department has made an initial determination
that the proposed actionswill not aff ect housing costs.

EFFECT ON BUSINESSES

The Department has made an initial determination
that the proposed actionswill not have asignificant sta-
tewide adverse economic impact directly affecting
California businesses, including the ability of Califor-
nia businesses to compete with businesses in other
states.

COST IMPACT ON AFFECTED PRIVATE
PERSON OR BUSINESSES

The agency is not aware of any cost impacts that a
representative private person or business would neces-
sarily incur inreasonabl e compliancewith the proposed
action.

ASSESSMENT

The Department has made an assessment that the pro-
posed adoption and amendment to the regulations
would not (1) create or eliminatejobswithin California,
(2) create new businessor eliminate existing businesses
within California, or (3) affect the expansion of busi-
nessescurrently doing businesswithin California.

ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED

The Department of Food and Agriculture must deter-
mine that no reasonable aternative considered by the
Department or that has otherwise been identified and
brought to the attention of the Department would be
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moreeffectivein carrying out the purposefor which the
actions are proposed or would be as effective and less
burdensome to affected private persons than the pro-
posed actions.

AUTHORITY

The Department proposes to amend Section 3591.6,
subsection (@), pursuant to the authority vested by Sec-
tions407 and 5322 of the Food and Agricultural Code.

REFERENCE

The Department proposes to amend Section 3591.6,
subsection (a), toimplement, interpret and make specif-
ic Sections407, 5322, 5761, 5762 and 5763 of the Food
and Agricultural Code.

AUTHORITY AND REFERENCE

Pursuant to the authority vested by section 69751 of
the Education Code, and to implement, interpret, or
make specific sections 69750-69751.8 of the Educa-
tion Code, CSAC is proposing to adopt Title 5 of the
Cdlifornia Code of Regulations sections 30710-30718
to implement, interpret, and make specific sections
69750-69751.8 of the Education Code establishing
NGAPLE.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST/POLICY STATEMENT
OVERVIEW

The broad objective of thisproposal isto implement,
interpret and make specific the provisions of Education
Code sections 69750-69751.8, which establish NGA-
PLE.

This program authorizes CSA C to make student loan
payments on behalf of program participants who took
out those loans to finance undergraduate education or
specified vocational training. Theloan paymentswould
begin only after participantsenlist or reenlistinthe Na-
tional Guard, the State Military Reserve, or the Naval
Militiaand after they complete one year of satisfactory
military service. The students are obligated to servefor
four consecutive yearsin the National Guard, the State
Military Reserve, or the Naval Militia. CSAC will se-
lect participants in the program from applicants meet-
ing specified criteria. The Legidature’ sstated intent for
this loan assumption program is “to provide an incen-
tive for persons to enlist or reenlist in the Nationa
Guard, the State Military Reserve, or the Naval Militia
within the meaning of Section 66025.6 who seek, or
who have completed, degrees at institutions of higher
education within this state or who are enrolled in or
have completed aprogram of instructionin avocational
diploma program, as defined in Section 94746, where
enrollment qualifies a student for participation in the

Federal Family Educational Loan program or any pro-
gram approved by the Student Aid Commission for this
purpose.” (Ed. Code, Section 69750).

The proposed regulations would implement, inter-
pret, and make specific the elements of NGAPLE. Spe-
cifically, theproposal would:

1. Definetermsusedintheregulations;

2. Establish and specify the requirements for
applicationsto participateintheprogram;

3. Establish and specify the requirements for the
nominations of applicants by the Office of the
Adjutant General;

4. Establish the process by which CSAC will select
program participants from among the nominated
applicants,

5. Specify the requirements for loan assumption
agreements between the selected program
participantsand CSAC;

6. Specify therequirementsunder which CSAC may
make loan payments on behalf of the program
participants;

7. Specify the consequences of a program
participant’s failure to complete the requirements
forloan payments.

Thereareno comparableprovisionsof federal law re-
lated tothisproposal.

OTHER STATUTORY REQUIREMENTS

CSAC hasconsulted with the CaliforniaMilitary De-
partment as required by Education Code Section
69751(a) regarding the proposed regul ations.

LOCAL MANDATE

This proposal does not impose a mandate on local
agenciesor school districts.

FISCAL IMPACT ESTIMATES

This proposal does not impose costs on any local
agency or school district for which reimbursement
would berequired pursuant to Part 7 (commencing with
Section 17500) of Division 4 of the Government Code.
This proposal does not impose other nondiscretionary
cost or savings on local agencies. This proposal does
not result inany cost or savingsinfederal fundingtothe
state.

COSTS OR SAVINGS TO STATE AGENCIES

The statute is the driver of any expenditure that may
beincurredtoimplement and to continuethe program.

Existing law will have afiscal impact to Local Assis-
tanceasbenefitsarepaidto program participants. These
regulations do not impose any additional fiscal obliga-
tion.

Starting in Fiscal Year 2006-07, the California Stu-
dent Aid Commission and the Office of Adjutant Gen-
eral will absorb all administrative costs to implement
this program with existing resources. Existing law is
mandating that the Office of Adjutant General process
and approve NGAPLE applications and send nomina-
tionstothe California Student Aid Commissiontoissue
warrantsto qualified participantsof thisprogram.

However, should the need for additional State Opera-
tions support or resources arise due to external or un-
foreseen program changes, Budget Change Proposals
may be submitted to the Department of Finance demon-
strating the program changes and impact to State Op-
erations. For example, if one additional position and a
minimal amount of operating expense are needed in
each agency, the potential fiscal impact to the Office of
Adjutant General and the California Student Aid Com-
missionwould be approximately $100,000 and $80,000
respectively.

EFFECT ON HOUSING COSTS:

Thisproposal doesnot affect housing costs.

BUSINESS IMPACT/SMALL BUSINESSES

CSAC hasmadeaninitial determination that the pro-
posed regul atory actionwould haveno significant state-
wide adverse economic impact directly affecting busi-
ness, including the ability of California businesses to
compete with businesses in other states.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST/POLICY STATEMENT
OVERVIEW

The broad objective of this proposal isto implement
the SNAPLE NF student |oan payment program estab-
lished by Education Code sections 70100-70110.

Chapter 73 of the Statutes of 2005 enacted the State
Nursing Assumption Program of Loans for Education
for Nursing Faculty (SNAPLE NF) in Education Code
sections 70100-70107. Thisprogram authorizesCSAC
to make payments for student loans on behalf of pro-
gram participants who took out those loans to finance
their graduate or undergraduate nursing education. The
loan payments would begin only after those program
participants obtain their graduate or undergraduate
nursing degrees and after they complete an academic
year of full-time, or the part—time equival ent, teaching
inanursing programin an accredited Californiacollege
or university. The students are obligated to teach for
three consecutive academic yearsof full-timeteaching,
or the equivalent on a part-time teaching basis. CSAC
is required to select participants in the program from
nominees, meeting specified criteria, submitted by ac-
credited colleges and universities. The Legidature's
stated intent for thisloan assumption program isthat it
“be designed to encourage persons to complete their
graduate educations and serve as nursing faculty at an
accredited California college or university.” (Educ.
Code, § 70100(c).) Recognizing the growing need for
new faculty membersinthenursingfield at California's
colleges and universities, the Legisature found that
“the rising costs of higher education, coupled with a
shift in available financial aid from scholarships and
grantsto loans, makeloan repayment optionsanimpor-
tant consideration in a student’s decision to pursue a
graduate degree in nursing education.” (Educ. Code,
§ 70100(b).)

The proposed regulations would implement, inter-
pret, and make specific the elements of SNAPLE. Spe-
cifically, theproposal would:

1. Definetermsusedintheregulations;
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2. Establish and specify the requirements for
applicationsto participateintheprogram;

3. Establish and specify the requirements for the
nominations of students for the program by
accredited colleges or universities that decide to
participateintheprogram;

4. Establish the process by which CSAC will select
program participants from among the nominated
students;

5.  Specify the requirements for loan assumption
agreements between the selected program
participantsand CSAC;

6. Specify therequirementsunder which CSAC may
make loan payments on behalf of the program
participants,

7. Specify the consequences of a program
participant’s failure to compl ete the obligation to
teachnursing.

Thereareno comparableprovisionsof federal law re-
lated tothisproposal.

PROPOSED REGULATORY ACTION

DLSE proposes to adopt Sections 13700 through
13706, Travel Expense Reimbursements, in Title 8 of
theCaliforniaCodeof Regulations.

DLSE proposes to adopt Sections 13700 through
13706 to: 1) explain the requirements and specify the
methods by which employers may reimburse em-
ployeesfor travel expensesnecessarily incurredin con-
nection with the use of personal vehiclesfor work, and
overnight travel for work under Labor Code Sections
2802 and 2804; 2) define certain key terms to ensure
that the content and meaning of the regulations are
clearly understood by the regulated community; 3)
clearly apprise employers and employees of what re-
cordsmust be kept and made readily availableto DLSE
for inspection and copying so that the state’s wage and
hour laws can efficiently and effectively beenforced; 4)
inform employers of the potential consequences they
may facefor failingto providetherecordsor for provid-
ing falsified records; 5) ensure that the L egislature’sin-
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tent that employeesbeindemnified for all necessary ex-
penditures or losses incurred in direct consequence of
thedischarge of their dutiesis carried out; and 6) estab-
lish the procedures for recovering unpaid travel reim-
bursement moneys and attorneys fees under Labor
Code Section 2802(b) and (C).

AUTHORITY AND REFERENCE

Labor Code Sections 53, 54, 55, 59, 95(a), 96(a),
98(a), and 98.8 authorize DL SE to promulgate the pro-
posed regulations, which will implement, interpret and
make specific Labor Code Sections 2802 and 2804 as
follows:

Labor Code Section 53 provides that the Director of
the Department of Industrial Relations is the “head of
the department” for purposesof Section 1001 and Part 1
(commencing with Section 11000) of Division 3 of
Title 2 of the Government Code, including the provi-
sions on administrative rulemaking, except for those
matters which are specifically committed to one of the
divisionsof thedepartment.

Labor Code Section 54 authorizesthe Director of the
Department of Industrial Relations to perform all du-
ties, exercise all powers and jurisdiction, assume and
discharge all responsihilities, and carry out and effect
all purposes vested by law in the department, except as
otherwiseexpressly provided.

Labor Code Section 55 authorizesthe Director of the
Department of Industrial Relations, notwithstanding
any provision in the Labor Code to the contrary, to re-
quire any division in the department to assist in the en-
forcement of any or all laws within the jurisdiction of
the department. This Section a so authorizesthe Direc-
tor to make rules and regulations that are reasonably
necessary to carry out the provisions of the Labor Code
relating to the Department of Industrial Relationsand to
effectuateitspurposes.

Labor Code Section 59 mandates the Department of
Industrial Relations, through its appropriate officers, to
administer and enforce all laws imposing any duty,
power, or function upon the officesor officersof thede-
partment.

Labor Code Section 95(a) authorizes DLSE to en-
force the provisions of the Labor Code and all labor
lawsof the statethe enforcement of whichisnot specifi-
cally vestedinany other officer, board or commission.

Labor Code Section 96(a) expressly authorizes the
Labor Commissioner to accept and process claims for
incidental expenses.

L abor Code Section 98(a) authorizesthe Labor Com-
missioner toinvestigateemployeecomplaints.

Labor Code Section 98.8 authorizes the Labor Com-
missioner to promulgate all regulations and rules of

practice and procedure necessary to carry out the provi-
sionsof Chapter 4 of Division 1 of theLabor Code.

The above cited Labor Code Sections provide DL SE
with the authority to interpret Labor Code Sections
2802 and 2804 for purposes of enforcing these statutes.
Furthermore, in the 1996 California Supreme Court
case of Tidewater Marine Western, Inc. v. Victoria L.
Bradshaw (14 Cal. 41557, 569-70), the Supreme Court
provided:

“The DLSE's primary function is enforcement, not
rulemaking. . .Nevertheless, recognizing that enforce-
ment requires some interpretation and that these inter-
pretations should be uniform and available to the pub-
lic, the Legidlature empowered the DLSE to promul-
gate necessary ‘regulations and rules of practice and
procedure.” ”

The finding in the Tidewater case confirms that
DL SE has the authority to interpret Labor Code Sec-
tions 2802 and 2804 for purposes of interpreting these
statutesfor enforcement purposes.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST/POLICY STATEMENT
OVERVIEW

Existing statute providesthat an employer isrequired
to indemnify an employee for al necessary expendi-
tures or losses incurred as a direct consequence of the
discharge of hisor her duties, or of hisor her obedience
to the directions of the employer as specified (Labor
Code Section 2802).

Existing statute specifies that any contract or agree-
ment, express or implied, made by an employee to
waive these benefitsis null and void (Labor Code Sec-
tion2804).

The proposed regulations would: 1) explain the re-

ried out; and 6) establish the procedures for recovering
unpaid travel reimbursement moneys and attorneys
feesunder Labor Code Section 2802(b) and (c).

The California Highway Patrol (CHP) proposes to
amend the Motor Carrier Safety Regulations contained
inTitle 13, CaliforniaCode of Regulations (13 CCR) to
be consistent with the current version of adopted federal
regulationsin Title49, Code of Federal Regulations (49
CFR), Part 395.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST/PLAIN ENGLISH
OVERVIEW

Title 13 CCR, Division 2, Chapter 6.5 contains the
CHP Motor Carrier Safety Regulations. Article 1, Sec-
tions 1200 through 1202.2, contain the Definitions and
Genera Provisions; Article 3, Sections 1212 through
1218, contain the General Driving Requirements; and
Article 6, Sections 1229 through 1235, contain the Car-
rier Requirements.

Thisrulemaking action adoptsdriver hoursof service
rules which are essentially identical to the recently
adopted federal driver hoursof serviceruleslistedin 49
CFR, Part 395. By adopting the essentially identical
regulations, this rulemaking action will enhance the
competitiveness of California by eliminating or modi-
fying, totheextent possibl e, regulationsthat represent a
negative impact on businesses by conflicting with up-
dated federal regulations. Also, thisrulemaking will al-
low the CHP to comply with the requirements of
CdliforniaVehicle Code (VC), Section 34501.2, and re-
main consistent with regul ations adopted by the United
States Department of Transportation. These changes
will also enhance public safety and make the regula-
tions more accessible by adding additional clarifying
language.

useof rock crabsasbaitincommercial finfishtraps.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST/POLICY STATEMENT
OVERVIEW

1. Establish Regulations Clarifying Use of Rock Crab
asBaitin Finfish Traps

Fish and Game Code subdivision 9001.7(j)(2) speci-
fiesthat rock crab may beused asbaitinfinfishtrapsun-
der authority of a rock crab trap permit. Meanwhile,
Fish and Game Code Section 8282 specifies that rock
crab taken commercially must be a minimum size of 4
1/4inches, and Section 5508 of the Fish and Game Code
specifies that no species of fish can be possessed on a
boat inacondition that itssize cannot be determined.

A past common practice used by finfish trap fisher-
men, particularly those targeting Californiasheephead,
has been to use crushed rock crab asbait infinfish traps.
However, once arock crab is crushed, its size can no
longer be determined. Consequently, Department en-
forcement staff are unable to enforce violations of the
minimum sizelimit when undersized rock crab are used
asbaitinthismanner.

Similarly, Section 5509 of the Fish and Game Code
specifies that no species of fish may be possessed on a
boat in a condition that the species cannot be deter-
mined. Once arock crab is crushed, it may becomein-
distinguishablefrom other species.

The Department proposes the Commission adopt
clarifying language, pursuant to its authority to manage
the rock crab resource established in Fish and Game
Code Section 8282, to make clear that these two Code
provisionsapply specifically torock crabthat isused as
bait in finfish traps, despite the authorization to use
crabs as bait as provided in subdivision 9001.7(j)(2).
The proposed regulations will serve to resolve any po-
tential conflict or misinterpretation of the statutory pro-
visions by making them specifically applicable to the
situationof rock crab utilized asbaitinfinfishtraps.

Department enforcement staff believe that at this
time, several finfish trappers who use rock crab as bait
arealready abiding by lawful methodsin practice, how-
ever, adding the proposed regul atory language will pro-
videneeded clarity toall constituentsand fishery partic-
ipants.

Because legal methods of using rock crabsasbait are
already being used successfully by many finfish trap-
pers apparently without reduction in their fishing suc-
cess, the Department believesthat the proposed change
tofinfishtrap baiting practiceswill not resultinany loss
in revenue from reduced catches, or add additional op-
erating costsfor finfishtrap fishermen.

The proposed language ssimply states that rock crab
used asbait must be maintained in such acondition that
their size and species may be readily determined. This
requirement is consistent with the existing laws estab-
lished in Fish and Game Code sections 5508 and 55009.

2. Incorporate a Rock Crab Permit Revocation and
Suspension Provision into Regulations in Section
125, Title14,CCR

The Department proposesto add regulatory language
that would allow a northern or southern rock crab per-
mit to be revoked or suspended by the Commission
upon violation of the Fish and Game Caode, or violation
of other regulations adopted by the Commission, by the
holdersthereof, their agents, employees, or those acting
under their directionand control.

Regulations that allow for revocation or suspension
of permits are commonplace for California’'s commer-
cial fishery permit programs. The Department proposes
adding the provisioninorder to provide noticeto permit
holdersthat violations could result in suspension or re-
vocation of their northern or southernrock crab permit.

3. Technical, Organizational and Clarifying Changes

The Department proposes to amend the title heading
of Section 125, Title 14, CCR, from “ Commercial Take
of Rock Crab” to “Commercia Rock Crab Permits.”
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This more accurately describes the content of the pres-
ent regulations in this Section. Secondly, the Depart-
ment proposesto add new Section 125.1, wherethereg-
ulations that specify the requirements for commercial
takeof rock crabwould be stipul ated, including the pro-
posed new language governing the use of rock crabs as
baitinfinfishtraps.

4. Repealer of Select Rock Crab Statutes— Inclusion
inTitle14, CCR

In conjunction with proposed legislative amend-
mentsto strike sections of the Fish and Game Code per-
taining to rock crab fishing, the Department proposes
that the Commission institute in its regulations three
additional items, under itsauthority to manage therock
crabfishery grantedin Section 8282.

While the Commission has management authority
over the commercial rock crab fishery, there are many
Fish and Game Code statutes that apply to rock crab
fishing and crab fishing generally. These statutes pre—
date the del egati on of management authority, which be-
cameeffectivein 2004. However, the Commission does
not have the authority to make inoperative applicable
statutes, as it does for commercial fisheries that are
managed under authority of a Fishery Management
Plan established under authority of the Marine Life
Management Act. Therefore, the Commission cannot
simply adopt aregul ation that makesaparticul ar statute
inoperative, asit canfor someother fisheries.

Therefore, the Department is proceeding with efforts
to repeal the statutory language, but first proposes the
Commission establish the Title 14 regul ations under its
ownauthority.

The three items are as follows, and would all be in-
cludedwithinthetext of proposed new Section 125.1:
(@ Refinedlanguagedefiningtherock crab minimum

sizelimit of 4 1/4inches; presently located in Fish
and Game Codesubdivision 8282(a);

The requirement that any person taking rock crab
carry a measuring device and follow specified
measuring procedures; presently located in Fish
and Game Code subdivision 8282(b); along with
the requirement that any undersized crab must be
releasedimmediately.

Incidental take provisions presently found in Fish
and Game Code subdivision 8284(b) would be
updated to reflect the rock crab permit
requirement, and clarifying language would be
added so that any species taken incidentally shall
bereleasedimmediately.

| am looking forward to meeting with you and mem-
bers of the California Board of Psychology in San Di-
ego on August 4. Aswediscussed viaemail, | thought
it might be helpful to frame the issue from ASPPB’s
perspective in advance of the meeting so that our time
can befocused on seeking aremedy tothisproblem.

In 1998, ASPPB launched the Certificate of Profes-
sional Qualification Program (CPQ) after several years
of development and discussion at ASPPB membership
meetings. The CPQ is an individually based certifica-
tion program designed to facilitate professional mobil-
ity. It is based on the very successful programs of indi-
vidual certification used by other professions such as
pharmacy and architecture. In an endorsement program
like CPQ, anindividual must apply for the certificate by
submitting evidence and documentation that they meet
the criteriaof education, training and examination per-
formance that have been established by the issuing
body. In developing the CPQ, ASPPB considered the
variations in licensure requirements across jurisdic-
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tions and then proposed to our member boards a set of
CPQ criteriathat reflected the most commonly used li-
censure standards. For example, whileall ASPPB juris-
dictions use the EPPP asthe licensing exam, there was
still some variation in passing scores used. Almost all
statesand provinces specify two yearsof supervised ex-
perience but the detail sabout thisexperience (e.g. num-
ber of hoursin each year, qualifications of supervisors)
also varies across states and provinces. Another source
of variation wasthe use of an oral exam of competence
to practice. Over half of ASPPB member jurisdictions
used an oral exam in 1995 and believed firmly in its
necessity to adequately protect the public. Other juris-
dictionseither didn’t believein oral examsor had aban-
doned them after a court challenge or legislative direc-
tive. Thiswasatough call but the ASPPB Board of Di-
rectors decided to require that an individual applying
for the CPQ havetaken and passed an oral examto qual-
ify for the CPQ. For those individuals who hold a li-
cense in psychology but have never been required to
take an oral exam (e.g. New York, Illinois, Massachu-
setts) the ASPPB would administer its own oral exam.
Interestingly, ASPPB modeled itsoral exam on the pro-
ceduresused by the CaliforniaBoard of Psychology. Fi-
nally, an applicant for the CPQ could not obtain the
CPQ if they had any record of discipline in ASPPB’s
Disciplinary DataSystem.

Of coursetheother side of themobility equationisac-
ceptance of the CPQ by ASPPB member jurisdictions.
The philosophy of the CPQ Program is jurisdictions
agreeing to accept the CPQ asevidence of licensureeli-
gibility areagreeingto exchangetheminor variationsin
licensing lawsacrossjurisdictionsfor theassurancethat
a CPQ holder has been licensed by another ASPPB
member jurisdiction based on an acceptable doctoral
degree, have had their education, training, experience,
examination and disciplinary history reviewed by the
association of psychology regulatory boards and have
had a minimum of five years of post licensure experi-
ence. The ASPPB Mobility Committee and Board of
Directors debated issues like allowing jurisdictions to
administer their own oral exam to CPQ holders but de-
cided that the CPQ would not then represent true mobil-
ity. Under the terms of the CPQ program, jurisdictions
are free to administer their own jurisprudence exam
(written or oral), use an oral interview to determinein-
tended areas of practice or require other localy pre-
scribed qualifications (e.g. domestic violence or cultur-
al competence training). The ASPPB leaders felt
strongly that acceptance of the CPQ should mean the
samethingin all member jurisdictionsi.e. that theindi-
vidual’seducation, training, supervised experience, ex-
aminations and competence to practice is assumed
based ontheir licenseto practiceinanother jurisdiction,
their minimum of five years of post licensure experi-
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ence and their meeting requirements for the CPQ.
ASPPB goes to extensive lengths to source verify the
education, training, work experienceand disciplinehis-
tory of all CPQ applicants.

When the CPQ Program began accepting applica-
tionsin 1998, there were about 8 jurisdictions that had
already agreedto accept thecredential asabasisfor reli-
censure. The ASPPB Board decided not to require for-
mal agreements with member jurisdictions since the
CPQ program was intended to be avoluntary program
intended to assist member boards in the relicensure of
experienced psychologists meeting commonly ac-
cepted standards. While not among the original juris-
dictions, Californiaagreed to accept the CPQwithinthe
first year of program operation. Thiswassignificant be-
cause the California oral examination was waived for
CPQ holders and this made the CPQ an attractive cre-
dential to individuals seeking licensure in California.
All reports to our ASPPB staff indicate that CPQ has
worked effectively in Californiatofacilitatetherelicen-
sureof experienced psychologists.

When Californiadecided to drop the oral examfor li-
censure in psychology and require a jurisprudence
exam instead, this was certainly noted in the psycholo-
gy credentialing world because of the reputation of the
Cdliforniaoral exam asthe“ gold standard” for other ju-
risdictions. Substituting a jurisprudence exam for the
oral presented no conflict with the policies of the CPQ
Program. Since California dropped the oral exam, sev-
eral other jurisdictionshave also abandoned oral exams
for psychology licensure, whichlead to ASPPB alsore-
moving thereguirement that CPQ applicantshavetaken
and passed an oral examto qualify for the CPQ. Howev-
er, because the majority of member jurisdictions now
have no oral exam, the CPQ policies continue to assure
applicantsfor the credential that jurisdictions agreeing
to accept the CPQ are accepting this credential as evi-
dence of the adequacy of their training, experience, ex-
amination performanceand competenceto practice.

Around January of this year, | was contacted by a
CPQ holder who had moved to California and was ap-
plyingfor licensureusing his CPQ. He sent meacopy of
the letter hereceived stating he needed to take and pass
the California Psychology Supplementary Exam. The
letter and other documentation revealed that this new
exam in California included aspects that assessed the
individual’s competenceto practice (i.e. diagnostic and
treatment skills) and not just knowledge of mental
health law and ethics. | visited the web site of the
Cdlifornia Board of Psychology and verified the in-
formation about the content of the CPSE asmorethan a

jurisprudenceexam. | alsoreviewed thelaw and regula-
tionsin Californiaand seethat thisrequirement for CPQ
holdersto passthe CPSE isincludedin statuteand regu-
lation. This presents a significant problem for Califor-
nia’'s continued listing as accepting the CPQ for mobil-
ity. Under our agreement with CPQ holders, welist on
our website and in our promotional materialsthe 39 ju-
risdictions that currently accept the CPQ aswell asthe
15 others that have voted to do so and are amending
their lawsand statutesto i mplement the process. Unless
there is some method to amend the regulations requir-
ing CPQ holders to pass the CPSE or some way to
modify the content of the CPSE to include only juris-
prudence items for CPQ holders, then it would appear
that ASPPB will be forced to drop Californiafrom the
list of jurisdictionsparticipatinginthe CPQ program.

We would greatly regret having to take such action
and believe that California’s participation in the CPQ
program has been a significant help to both the state of
California and individual psychologists. ASPPB’s in-
terest in addressing the mobility problem has always
been based on the concern that the profession and the
regulatory boards had to solvethis problem in amanner
that emphasized consumer protection. It is our belief
that unless psychology and other professions address
the very real problems of professional mobility, forces
outside the professions, particularly anti—regulatory
groups and federal government initiatives on free mar-
kets, might precipitate an imposed sol ution to problems
of professional mobility that would be offensive to our
members.

Thus, ASPPB is very concerned about the potential
loss of Californiato the list of jurisdictions accepting
the CPQ. | asked for the opportunity to meet with repre-
sentativesof the CaliforniaBoard of Psychol ogy so that
we could explore any possible remediesto the apparent
conflict that currently exists between Californialicen-
surerequirementsand the policiesof the CPQ Program.

| hope this letter describing the history and philoso-
phy of the CPQ Program and itsrelation totheuse of the
CPSE with CPQ holders has been helpful background
to our upcoming discussion. | look forward to our meet-
ing on August 4, 2006 in San Diego and | hope that we
are able to craft amutually satisfying resolution to this
issue.

This exam, in the current form, given to
holders of the Certificate of Professional Quality,
would result in California being removed form the
ASPPB list of states accepting the CPQ.

Theissueis currently being addressed in the follow-
ing manner:

(Acting Chief, Office of Examination Resources).
They were most receptive to our development of
an exam specifically designed for testing lawsand
ethics regarding the practice of psychology in
Cdlifornia. The tentative name for this
examination of 50 questionsisthe CaliforniaLaw
and EthicsExam (CLEE).

2. A testing development focus group, consisting of
eight psychologists, will be meeting on January
25-26, 2007. Thisgroup, asyet to be decided, will
include four recent California licensees, who are
holders of the CPQ and four other practitioners. |
have spoken to Dr. Emil Rodolfa about
contributingtothisprocessasoneof theSME’s.

3. Testing validation and processes, incorporated
changes in regulation with Department of
Consumer Affairsand OAL approval timeframes,
should allow the examination to be ready by our
target dateof August 1, 2007.

TAXABLE VALUE OF MEALSAND LODGING

Notice of Proposed Rulemaking

The Employment Development Department (De-
partment) proposesto amend California Code of Regu-

lations (CCR), title 22, sections 926-3, 9264, and
926-5, by increasing the taxable value of meals and
lodging furnished to employees by employers during
calendar year 2007. Theseincreasesareduetoinflation.

The Department will adopt these amendments after
considering all comments, objections, or recommenda-
tionsregarding theproposed action.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST/POLICY STATEMENT
OVERVIEW

CCR, title22, sections 9263, 9264, and 926-5, pro-
videthetaxablevalue of mealsandlodging furnished to
employees by employers. In order to establish the
equivalent amount of cash wages paid by employers
who pay aportion of their employee' swagesintheform
of mealsor lodging, it is necessary to compute the rea-
sonable cash value of such mealsand lodging for unem-
ployment insurance purposes. The Employment Devel-
opment Department (Department) makesthiscomputa-
tion each calendar year to reflect the upward or down-
ward trend in the cost of living during the previous cal-
endar year. This yearly computation ensures an accu-
rate and up—to—date cal culation of the taxable values of
meals and lodging for purposes of “wages’ within the
meaning of Unemployment | nsurance Code (UIC) sec-
tion 926.

According to the United States Department of Labor,
Bureau of Labor Statistics[http://data.bls.gov/cgi—bin/
srgate], the average retail food price index for fiscal
year 20052006 was 201.3, up 471.9 percent from the
average of 35.2 for the base year 1968-69. The average
residential rent index for thefiscal year 2005—2006 was
250.4. Thisis462.7 percent above the average residen-
tial rent index of 44.5 for the base year ended June 30,
1973. The Department uses 1968-69 as the base year
for food and 1972—1973 as the base year for rent be-
cause these are the years used by the Bureau of Labor
Statistics.

These regulations are being amended to reflect, in
substantially the same ratio, the increases in the retail
food price index and residential rent index which oc-
curred during thefiscal year ended June 30, 2006.

Notwithstanding  sections 926-3(a)(2), and
926-4(a)(2), and 926-5(a)(2)(A) of CCR, title 22,
which state in part: “For the calendar year 2007 and
thereafter, except as modified herein . . .”, the Depart-
ment recognizes that the amendments made to these
sectionswill not become effective until the regulations
areapproved by the Officeof Administrative L aw.
Section 926-3.

Thisregulatory action will amend section 926-3, re-
lating to the taxabl e value of board and lodging. In 2007
and thereafter until modified, the taxable value of three
mealsper day israised from $9.15t0 $9.30. Thetaxable
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vaue of dinner israised from $4.35 to $4.50. The tax-
able value of lodging is raised from $1,000.00 to
$1,041.00 monthly maximum, and from $32.45 to
$33.80 weekly minimum.

Section 926-4.

Thisregulatory action will amend section 9264, re-
lating to the taxable value of meals and quarters fur-
nished to officersand crewmen aboard vessels. In 2007
and thereafter until modified, the taxable value of daily
mealsisincreased from $9.15t0 $9.30. Thetaxableval-
ue of quartersisincreased from $4.60 to $4.80 daily for
unlicensed personnel. The taxable value of quartersis
increased from $6.80t0 $7.00 daily for licensed person-
nel.

Section 926-5.

Thisregulatory action will amend section 926-5, re-
lating to the taxable value of meals and quarters re-
ceived by fishermen aboard fishing vessels. In 2007 and
thereafter until modified, thetaxablevalueof quartersis
increased from $32.45 to $33.80 aweek, or from $4.60
to $4.80 aday for periods of |essthan aweek under spe-
cifiedconditions.

Thetotal statewide cost to busi-
nesses and small businesses is anticipated to be $3.4
million, however, the cost to individual businesses is
minimal.

These proposed amendments will not have a signifi-
cant impact on small businesses since the changes re-
flect small inflationary increasesin the taxabl e val ue of
meals and lodging for purposes of wages within the
meaning of section 926 of the UIC. Essentially, the pro-
posed amendments will only accelerate the point at
which an employee reachesthe maximum taxablewage
limitfor thecalendar year.

The PHG technical support documents provide in-

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drinking water. The PHG is alevel of drinking water
contaminant at which adverse health effects are not ex-
pected to occur from a lifetime of exposure. The
CdiforniaSafe Drinking Water Act of 1996 (Healthand
Safety Code Section 116365), requires OEHHA to de-
velop PHGs based exclusively on public health consid-
erations. PHGs published by OEHHA will be consid-
ered by the CaliforniaDepartment of Health Servicesin
setting drinking water standards (Maximum Contami-
nant Levels,or MCLS).
